The Russian Iflhilists.

I The Nihilists are a peculiar sort of Com­
munists who have gained a footing in 
Russia. Their aim is the destruction 
of existing institutions, including Chris­
tianity itself. This formidable secret so­
ciety was known thirty years ago. but has 
of late gained unexpected strength. The 
order, as such, was founded by one Net- 
chalef, who devised a secret system of pro- 
pagandism for his new opinions, which 
attracted many of the students of Petroisky 
University. The principles of the society 
rapidly spread thrqugh all ranks. Great 
precautions were taken as to secrecy and 
all writen communication was in cypher. 
Each circle knew cfoly the members com­
posing it In all correspondence numbers 
were substituted for names and the mem­
bers of the committees are known only 
to each other. When their views had 
taken root the leaders differed as to how 
they should be brought into general effect 
and while the plot was ripening it was 
discovered, and a number of the members 
were, as things go in Russia, " leniently 
punished, and for a time the movement 
was checked. But of late years it has 
spread rapidly over the Russian empire, 
and some of its developments of late have 
given considerable cause for alarm.

[From the Dominion Churchman. ]

The movement in England in favor 
of free and open churches—that is, in 
opposition to pew rents and churches 
closed nearly all the week, is making 
considerable progress both in England 
and Scotland. At an Annual Com­
memoration in connection with the 
Scottish Church held in Dundee, in the 
present year, Lord Forbes (in the chair) 
read a communication from Lord Kin- 
naird expressing his sympathy with the 
movement. His Lordship particularly 
expressed a hope that something would 
be done to ensure the new cathedral at 
Edinburgh being both free and open. 
The Bishop of Brechin advocated the 
same principle. He maintained not 
oidy. that the practice of seat LeUing-for 
money, but even the appropriating of 
particular seats for particular persons, 
was unscriptural. In the opening of 
mission rooms or new churches in his 
Diocese, he would set his face against 
all letting or appropriating seats. 
Many speakers present advocated the 
movement and contended that all 
churches should be free, and that they 
should be open at all times.

Under the pew rent system the father 
of a family must pay for a sitting for 
each member of his household. It 
makes no difference whether he is a rich 
man with a small family, or a poor man 
with a large family, still he must pay a 
certain fixed price for every seat allot­
ted to him. The whole system is con­
demned for these reasons :

First ; It assimilates itself to the sys­
tem adopted in stage performances, and 
public shows, and it is an historical 
fact that it emanated therefrom. The 
worship of God, however, should be re­
garded as a totally different thing from 
stage performances, nor should there be 
reserved seats in God’s house.

Second ; There is too much compulsion 
involved in it. The amount of pay­
ment is not left to the conscience of the 
contributor any more thanAo his abi­
lity ; it is fixed for him by others. 
Then if he cannot pay his pew rent, he 
is ashamed of his inability, and feels he 
cannot attend the church.

Third ; It is unjust to the poor. A 
man’s income may be small, that makes 
no difference. His family may be large ; 
but that fact only increases the amount 
he has to pay.

Fourth; It is unjust to those in 
wealthier circumstances, because it de­
prives them of the privilege of contri­
buting according to their ability—to use 
the Scriptural expression, according as 
God has prospered them ; or at least, it 
furnishes them with an excuse, some­
times a convenient one, for not doing 
so ; and altogether fails to bring before 
them the fact that their responsibilities 
and their obligations, especially in re­
ference to the Church of God, are in 
exact proportion to their ability ; and 
thus fostering the idea that they are 
only called upon to contribute according 
as they may make use of the church. 
It allows the man in easy circumstances 
to think that if he pays his pew rent, 
he has discharged his whole duty to the 
Church, as far as contributing to its 
funds is concerned.

Fifth ; It conceals the fact that giving 
to the cause of Christ is a blessed privi­
lege ; and so it begets a mechanical and 
perfunctory habit of giving, it puts 
giving in the light of a mere duty, and 
that of a fixed character irrespective of 
a man’s income ; and it consequently 
deprives it of the power to be a spiri­
tual blessing to the giver, which charac­
terizes a spontaneous, generous, and a 
Scriptural liberality.

Sixth ; It prevents the growth and 
expansion of the prosperity of the 
Church. If the sittings of the church 
are let at a certain fixed price, the in­
come of the church must also be fixed. 
The only addition that can be made to 
it is from the contributions of new 
comers.

Seventh ; It has a tendency to prevent 
the setting apart permanently a portion 
of a man’s property for the continued 
support of the worship of God ; where­
as it cannot be doubted that it is just 
as much his duty to set apart perman­
ently that which will continually keep 
up the blessed privileges he now enjoys 
as it is to make provisions for the future 
requirements of his family.

These, among other arguments, are 
employed with success against the sys­
tem of pew rents ; a barbarous and un­
christian system, which we rejoice to 
find is fast dying out not only among 
all sound Churchmen in this Dominion, 
but also in the Mother Country.

A Drill Sued for St. John.—St. 

John has long needed a drill shed, and is 
well entitled to one, both from its position 
and the spirit with which the volunteer 
organization has been kept up, often under 
circumstances of much discouragement. 
The grant of $10.000 lately made in the 
Dominion Parliament for this purpose, will 
give much satisfaction.

A Telegraph Line to Harvey A. (J.— 
About nine or ten years ago there was a 
telegraph line through Hillsboro and Hope- 
well to Harvey, but the failure of traffic, 
and the payment of the bonus to the N. 
B. Telegraph Co., caused its removal. 
The construction of the Albert Railway 
secured a telegraphic wire asjfar as Hope- 
well, and the Western Union Telegraph 
Co., have just supplied the link to Harvey.

Somebody has been figuring up the Dum­
ber of members of the House of Commons 
who belong to the same vocation. There 
are 206 members altogether. Of these 
there are 11 journalists, 15 farmers, 6 
manufacturers, 11 doctors, 3 insurance 
presidents, 5 shipbuilders, 10 lumbermen, 
8 mill-owners, 4 engineers, 6 contractors, 
1 brewer, 1 school inspector, 1 baker, 55 
lawyers, 56 merchants, and 12 gentlemen 
of leisure.

Attempt to Assassinate the German 

Emperor, —A despatch dated Bcrlid May 
11th says that on that day, as the Emperor 
William was returning from a drive with 
the Grand Duchess of Baden,several shots 
from a revolver were fired at him in the 
Avenue Unter Den Linden. Nobody was 
hurt. The person who tired has been ar­
rested. Among the telegrams congratulat­
ing the Emperor on hie escape, was one 
from Marshall McMahon which made a 
very favorable impression.

A Steamship Thief.—Jean Sprungli, 
the notorious steamship thief, who com­
mitted so many robberies on the Allan 
and White Star lines, was found guilty, on 
the 9th inst., in the criminal court of Que­
bec, of robbery on beard the steamer Cir­
cassian. There are still four charges pend­
ing against him. His last exploit was to 
rob Sir Philip Wodehouse, Governor of 
Bombay, of £500 and some valuable dia­
monds. Mr. C. E. L. Jarvis of St John 
was a witness against him.

Canadian Wimbledon Team.—Lt.-Col. 
Beer has been appointed commandant of 
the Canadian Wimbledon contingent, with 
Lieut Fitch of the 68th Batt, Nova Scotia, 
as second iu command.
