The “Globe” on Rallway Ald.

The St. John Globe, which is not
usually sectional or unjust, appears to
entertain the idea that St. John hav-
ing secured all the railway accommo-
dation it needs at an enormous expen-
diture of public money, the time has
come to put a stop to the extension of
railway facilities in other parts of New
Brunswick, save at private expense.
The reason given by the Globe for the
position it takes on this question is that
the province cannot make adequate
grants for educational and other im-
portant purposes because of its limited
income. We would like, however,
to find the Globe taking a more con-
sistent position in the matter and to
believe that it is unselfish in its
apparent and new-found dispositon
to tighten the public purse-strings.
It is as just and natural for other sec-
tions of the province to seek aid to
their railway enterprises as it was for
St. John to do 80, and we would like to
know from the Globe whether it pro-
tested very vehemently against the
province putting its millions into the
old Shediac line, Western Extension,
Eastern Extension, the Carleton
Branch, St. Martins and Upham, the
Grand Southern, etc., all of which were
designed to increase communication
with St. John. About eight years ago
a New Brunswick journal published
in a locality very much interested in
one of the three railways then pro-
posed, went into the them financial
condition of the province and referring
to the Grand Southern, Northern and
Western and St. Martins and Upham,
urged that contracts be made for neither
of them, just then, on the ground that
the province could not afford the ex-
penditure. Neither the Globe nor any
other St. John paper seconded the mo-
tion, so far as we remember. Why?—
Simply because St. John was directly
interested in two ef the proposed roads,

g | and it would never do for the Globe to

have an attack of public economy just
then. St. John was at the public crib
at that time and must not be disturbed.
The Globe will, no doubt, not be able
to convince the people at large thag
the period for aiding railway construc-
tion in the province of New Bruns-
wick came to an end just when St.
John was fully provided for.
city is an important one and the
commercial metropolis of the province,
but it’ is only a part of New
Brunswick; and not the whole, and
the Globe must bear in mind that
people of the North Shore,§ especially,
although they do not live in the great
centre of fog and finance, are old-
fashioned enough to realise that what
is sauce for the city goose is sauce for
the country gander. By selling our
public lands and giving them as bonuses,
and out of the taxation imposed upon
the people, generally, both before and
since Contederation, St. John and the
St. John river have been well provided
with railways, and we, at the North,
do not think that it is either consistent
or even politically judicious or decent
for any paper published in sight of a
labyrinta of railway tracks put down
and mainly run at Government expense
to proclaim an anti railway crusade at
a time when Northumberland, Kent
and Gloucester are seeking aid for the
extension of their railway facilities to
which they are justly entitled. At all
events, our railway promoters are not
dismayed by the Globe’s attitude,which,
we have no doubt, it will recede from
a8 8oon as it realises its obvious injus-
tice and inconsistency.

Moro Rallway Accemmodation.

We are glad to learn that a project is
started to afford railway accemmodation
for the important and well-populated
districts lying along the north side of
the Miramichi and around the Glouces-
ter coast, beginning at Douglastown
and forming a conmnection with the
Caraquet and Shippegan Railway now
under construction. The aid of both
Dominion and Local Governments is to
be sought and”ought to be readily
obtained. The Dominion Government
has sbown a disposition to return to
the people of Northern New Brundwick,
on whom tie burdens of taxation fall
80 heavily, something in the way- of
Railway {uvilities, and we have always
felt it to be a mistake that the money
devoted tothe Indiantown Branch,which
runs in sight of the railway on the other
side of the river, had not been given
towards the very necessary proposed
line down the Miramichi. Our repre-
sentative in Parliament must know that
the people of Alnwick have the strong-
est possible claim upon him in this mat-
ter, while we know that Mr. Burns, the
efficient representative of Gloucester, is
prepared to do everything in his power
to further his constituents’ intereste in
connection with the Gloucester portion
of the line. If all concerned do their
duty, it will not be long before the im-
portant and comparatively isolated dis-
dricts of Middle and Lower Newcastle,
Alnwick and Lower Gloucester shall
have the railway accommodation to
which they are entitled.

Hon. Mr. Mitcheilto become an
Editor.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell, appears to be
suffering from “‘nothing to do” and ae-
cording to his own statement, has
bought the Montreal Herald to*‘employ
his leisure time.” As he has the honor
of representing Northumberland in
the Dominion Parliament and, of late,
has so signally demonstrated that he
knows very little of the real sentiments
and wants of the constituency, it would
not be amiss for him to devote a little
of his spare time to the duty of ac
quiring such information as would
enable him to more justly represenmt
the people for whom he ought to ap-
pear in parliament.

Mathews, the Managing Director, at
about $10,000 to $15,000. During the
past few years over $100,000 worth of bad
debts have been written off. The $20,000
purchase money will be divided imme-
diately among the creditors. It is under-
stood that the creditors at a meetiug three
months ago authorized continuthg the
running of the paper, the expenses to be
paid out of the collections, and it is
thought that this had censiderably re-
duced the sum realized from the book
debts. The creditors will receive in all
about sixty ceats. Mr. Mitchell states
that he has gone into the Herald asa
personal investment to employ his leisure
time,

The same paper says, editorially,—

THE MONTREAL “‘HERALD” has passed
into the hands of the Honorable Peter
Mitchell, and will henceforth be the organ
of that distinguished stat and his
party. The modesty of the new manage-
ment, as evinced by the following words,
we must own to have only once seen
equalled : *‘It gives us much pleasure
“‘to be able to state that the change of
““proprietors does not involve any deter-
‘‘joration in the character of the paper.”
So long as it retains this humble spirit
we may well hope that our coniemporary
will have grace to live up to this lofty
standard. In one thingit is evidently de-
termined to follow in the steps of its
illustrious past and that is in an anxious
and even overstrained solicitude for the
interests of the liquor trade. The other
case of extreme modesty referred to above
is that of a distinguished publishing
honse, which, after lavishing itself on a
magoificent portrait of a statesman of
world-wide fame, advertises its product
with the assurance, ‘“This is not a cari-

Archdeacon Farrar On Intemper-
ate Language.

[Concluded from last week]

I told you even brewers often used lan-
guage as strong. Sapposing I were to say
that “‘ A great many public hovses are
vile places; some of them are seething
hells of vice, immorality, and crime, and
they do not exist in answer to any real nec-
essity or any popular demand, and they
are galvanized into & putrescent existence
by the operation of the brewer’s battery.
There are in England 107,377 licensed pla-
ces of drink of all kinds, and they ought
at once to be diminished by 64,000, since
at present thers is one to every sixty
male adults in the country. ”

And supposing I were to say that the
compensation ought tq come in great meas-
ure from/the trade—a remark ~hich you
received as somewhat startling from your
Chairman—is that intemperate language?
Who uses it? That is not used by poor
fanatics such as we are, but by Mr.James,
of the Stonehouse, Devonport, and Ply-
mouth Beer and Wine Trade Protection,
Society. (Laughter.)

What do we aimat? We want to save
hundreds and thousands from misery, and
as far as we can, to put an end to alicens-
ing system, weich we belive to be fraught
with evil. It has been said :

“It would be impossible to find any-
thing which stande for so much loss to
soul, body and estate, for so mnch discom-
fort, and everything disagreeable, as the
public house. [Even if we can accept the
best case that can be made for it in prin-
ciple, the fact is that it is still alarge
nuisance, and misery. There is not & vice,
a disease, a disorder, or a calamity of any
kind, that has not its frequent rise in the
public house. The public house degrades,
ruins, and brutalises a large fraction of
the British people.” Who ventured to
use that highly intemperate language ?
That is the language of the T'imes, and it
has written other passages equally strong.
Four years ago it had a description of a
singularly flourishing community in Cana-
da, where it was said that all the men
were pictures of robust health and
strength, and that they lived like
tighting-cocks ; and “then were added
these words,—“Everything is within
reach of that flourishing community
except that which is the most fatal of all
things to human and individual machin-
ery, viz., strong drink.” You know who
it was who said, “Drink produces more
evil than the three historic scourges of
war, pestilence, and famine combined. ’
(Cheers.) You all know that that was
said by one of the most powerful Prime
Ministers that England has ever had.
(Cheers.)

It was only this morning I was reading |

the fine address Mr. Lowell, the Ameri-
can Minister, gave at Birmingham, where
he said:—*‘‘We build hospitals; we es-
tablish missions to the poor; we endow
schools; but all the remedies are partial,
and pallistives merely. It is as if we would
apply plasters to a single pustule of the
small pox with a view of drawing out
the disease. The true way is to discover
and extirpate the germs.” Gentle men,
in trying to put an end to the cause of
drunkenness wehelieve that we have dis-
covered, and we know that we are try-
ng.to extirpate, the germs of misery, of
vice, of pauperism, and of disease! (Loud
applause.)

My Gibson’s Ootten MIll

On Wednesday merning of last week,
Mr. Gibeon, in person, turned the steam
on the great Corliss engine of his cotton
factory, at Maryasville, in the presence of
abount three hundred people of his own
village, and several ladies and gentlemen
from Fredericton.

There
are ten furnaces with boilers eighteen feet
long and six feet in diameter, but only
two were required for the experimental
start. The engine is double and of four.

Mr. Prest, the manager, says he could
wish for no better machinery or work-
manship and that, every part fitted on
putting up as if made on the spot. No
better power could be imagined. The
belts will be adjusted without delay, and
befere long all will be in working order.
Thnere are now placed ready for work 12,
000 spindles, 272 looms, and 132 cards.
Early in March the factory will be stock.
