The Rev. Dr. Shaw Roundly Criticises
Theological Seminaries and - Uni-
versity Undergraduates.

S

PHILADELPHIA, Pa,, July 10.—The
student body of the TUniversity of
Chicago and theological seminaries in
general were severely criticiged by the
(Rev. Dr. John B. Shaw, pastor of the
Second Presbyterian church, of Chi-
cago, in his address at the noon evange-
listic rallies begun today in ‘Wither-
spoon Hall

“Among students there is one-of the
largest fields for work,” said Dr, Shaw.
*While in New York I thought -the
Columbia student were_ as irreligious
as any could well be, but the students
of Chicago University are worse.

“] am gratified, rather than alarmed,
at the decrease in the number of stu-
dents for the ministry. I'd make the
courses of instruction so hard that none
but the few could get through, so that

only the earnest might be sent out as
ministers of the Gospel.

“] am now going to make a state-
ment in all seriousness, after ealm
deliberation. It took me five years to
get over what I got at the seminary.
Had I a fortune I would devote it to
the founding of a seminary, but a dif-
ferent kind of seminary from those we
have now.”

(AN ADVENTURE AMONG THE
INDIANS.

It was while playing in Phoenix, Ar-

fzona, that Hermann the Great paid ;
a visit to the tribe of Navajo Indians, {
whose reservation is not far from that .
town. :

Then  Herr-
mann walked over to the Indian whose
hat he had borrowed and proceeded to
extract silver coins from all parts of
his person. From his thick black hair,
his arms, from under the blanket in
which he was wrapped, a shower of
coins jingled merrily into the hat.

Finally Herrmann paused and be-
gan taking the coins from the hat, in-
tending to make his departure. But
the big Indian demurred. Seizing &err-
mann’s arm he grunted angrily:

“yUgh! him mine! you take from me.
mugh! him mine! you give me!”

But Herrmann held on stoutly to the
hat, which contained about twenty
silver dollars.

“QOh, no, my good fellew,” he exelaim-
ed, “you don’t understand. That is
only a trick. That money.is mine. I
brought it here with me: You under-
stant. It's a trick! a trick!”

Finally an old Indian spoke. He was
evidently the chief of the tribe, judg-
ing frbm the respect Wwith which his
words were treated.

“You say trick, huh?* *“Well if him
@ trick, you do him again.”

THe words were more a command
than & suggestion, so Herrmann
thought it best to comply with the
chief’s request and perform the trick
once more.

‘Again in the most wonderful manner

. #Herrmann proceeded to take coins
from different parts of the Indian’s
body, while the rest looked on in grow=-
ing wonder,

Finally he paused and turned to thel
Chief,

“Now you see it is only a trick. The
money is my own which I brought .
with me for this very purpose!”

“WPgh, you heap big man, big chief!”

Him no trick! you take money from
him,” pointing to the tall driver. “You
give him money back. Usgh! I have
gpoken!” The old chief turned on his
heel and calmly left Hermann to the
mercy of the Indians.

Again the big Indian grabbed hisi
hat, and this time fearing violence, '’
with a resigned smile, Herrmann al-l
lowed the Indian to take the hat and
money. !

Herrmann walked over to his car-:
riage and jumped in. ‘

«“What was the trouble, sir?” tlskedi

the driver. ’

“The trouble,” replied Herrmann '
with a rueful smile. “Why, man, that
hat contained fifty dollars. The jeke
is on me this time. A rather costly |
joke.”

But it turned out not so bad after
a1l. for that night, as Herrmann step-
ped on the stage of the Phoenix Opera
House, there in the first rows sat fifty
gaily dressed Indians, who had paid
one dollar apiece to see the great magi-
cian perform, who as Herrmann said !

OYSTER BAY, N. Y,, July 11.—Presi-
dent Roosevelt is enjoying his first real
vacation since his occupancy of the
White House. In the week and a half
he has administered affairs from Saga-
imore Hill, he has had but two visitors,
Joseph Ward #nd Secretary Taft, and
each of these calls was but two hours
in duration.

In conducting the affairs of state by
correspondence entirely, the president
is required to devote from three to five
hours daily to his mail. Secretary Loeb
went to Sagamore Hill at nine o’clock
today and did not return until 1.30. In
this time the president signed more
than 150 commissions of officials in the
diplomatic and consular service, and
postmasters.

The diplomatic and Consular officers
were commissioned under the new law
reorganizing that service, it being the
intention to inaugurate the reforms
provided for as rapidly as possible.

Elisha Moorewas arrested here today
because he was trying to impress the
villagers that he was in charge of the
secret service force. He telephoned to
Sagamore Hill that he would soon be
out there and warned local saloon-
keepers that he would arrest them as
soon as he got his uniform, because of
defects in their licenses. Moore told
Squire Franklin that he had been dis-
charged from the navy ten days, his
last service being on the battleship
Kentucky. He said he had a wife and
family in Staten Island and if allowcd
his liberty would go to them. He was
sentenced to ten days imprisonment for
being drunk.

The Roosevelt children are planning
an informal party for Friday evening
at Sagamore Hill, when their play-
mates in the neighborhood will be in-
vited for a frolic and children’s dance.
Theése informal affairs have formerly
been of frequent occurrence during the
president’s summer sojourn at his
country estate.

FREDERICTON, N. B, July 11.—
At the afternoon sitting of the synod
parish reports were received from Ad-
dington and Elgin, Grand Manan,
Prince William and New Denmark.

MAYOR MUGT
POSTPONE TRIP

Board of Works Vetoed His
Proposal

Shore Line Railway's Depot and Offices
to be Removed to Permit Laying
of Street Railway's Tracks

- o

A special meeting of the board of
works was held yesterday afternoon,

The report of the recorder was re-
ceived re the rights of the Street Rail-
way Co. He reviewed the existing
statutes from 1866 on the granting of
the charter to the People’s railway
down to the present ,time. In his
opinion the street railway has no au-
thority to lay tracks without the per-
mission of the city.

The matter was again left in the
hands of the sub-committee, who now,
having the law, may deal with the
facts.

Recorder Skinner reported for the
sub-committee of the board appointed
to look into the question of indemnity
for damages resulting from dredging.

A committee of the chairman, the
mayor, the recorder and the director
were again appointed to continue the
work.

A communication was received from
Mayor Sears, asking endorsement from
the board of his going to Ottawa, ac-
companied by Ald. Lockhart. He also
acquainted the board with the fact
that B. L. Brittain was leaving the
city employ on Saturday next, and
asking for power to make a temporary
appointment.

Ald. Vanwart said that during Mayor
‘White’s term the mayor was given
power to go to Ottawa when occasion
required.. The mayor had power to go
if he wished. .

Ald. Rowan wished to know whether
the matter of communicating with the
government in regard to the request of
the C. P. R. could not be done by wire
or letter rather than to put the city
to this additional expense. {

Ald. McGoldrick said that the board
had no power to deal with the matter.

The communication was filed on mo-
tion of Ald. Christie on the ground that
the harbor front is not affected and
that there is no necessity to communi-
cate with the government.

A communication in regard to the
road leading to the Methodist parson-
age, Burpee avenue, was read.

Director Cushing said that the board
had nothing to do with this matter,

Judge Barker sent a communication
through the mayor, calling attention to
the need of a better sidewalk near his
residence, and also spoke of the neces-
sity of a fire alarm.

Ald. Baxter moved that the first mat-
ter be left in the hands of the director
with power to act. The second mat-
ter to be referred to the safety board.

Ald. Lewis called attention to the
good work which the city¥ prisoners
had done in the cemetery. The direc-
tors of the cemetery had sent him a
communication thanking him for the
interest he had taken in- the work.
This is the first word of thanks, he ex-
plained, which he has received for the
time devoted to the work. The park
people, he said, did not have brains
enough to thank him. The alderman
wished a place for the men to work
dvring the winter.

The matter was left in the hands of
the director,

Ald. Baxter reported for the sub-
committee to look into the location of
the street railway along Union street.
The sub-committee favored having the
tracks on the western side. There was
one difficulty, however. The platform
in front of the Shore Line railway sta-
tion is in the way. Col, McLean, the
report continued, said yesterday that
if a suitable place is given the railway
they would probably be willing to re-
move the station altogether. The .old
Dunn house, owned by the city, was
suggested. The proposal is that the
Shore Line be given leases of an equal
area on the Dunn wharf, on land which
includes the house mentioned. A tele-
grame was received from Russell Sage
giving permission for the change. Col.
McLean said that the street raflway
would pay the expenses of the removal
of the station to the new site, Ald.
Baxter, continuing, said that the land
is far more valuable than the land at
the head of Dunn’s wharf. The Union
Ice Co., if the change is made, would
like to have an entrance to the back
lot which -they have rented through
the front lot.

Ald. Baxter moved the adoption of
this report, and that the committee be
continued to report at next meeting of
council.

This was carried. _

Ald. Vanwart called attention to the
retaining wall on Canterbury street.
The street, he said, is in a bad condi-
tion at this spot.

The matter was left in the hands of
the director and the recorder,

Ald. Holder called attention to a
similar retaining wall on Main street,
in_ front of ex-Ald. McMulkin’s
grounds. This was left in the hands of
the same committee,

Ald. McGoldrick asked whether some-
thing could not be done for the roads
of his ward, stating their needs at the
present time,

Ald. Willet moved that an appropria-
tion of $400 be devoted to this purpose.

The chairman called attention to the
necessity of repairs on Wall street, op-
posite the Union Depot.

The recorder wished the matter of
closing Union street, west end, be look-
ed into by the committes and report to
the next meeting of the council.

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PENSION REPEAL BILL

Senator Landry Destroys It With @ Technicality-aurday
Bill Passed After Several Senate Amendments Were
Killed—Summary of Business Done During Four

Months' Session.

"""

OTTAWA, ‘Ont., July 11.—There were !
the usual parliamentary proceedings
in both houses of parliament today.
Both houses were busy in the morn-
ing. In the afternoon neither house
did anything, but waited for the clerks
to get bills ready. At night both
chambers were again busy and clear-
ed up the work. Everything is ready
for prorogation tomorrow.

Tonight the senate gave third read-
ing to the supply bills.

The commons considered the senate
amendments to the Sunday bill.

They changed its name back to the
Lord’s day bill and substituted that
word for Sunday throughout. The
minister of justice declined to concur
in the senate provision allowing ex-
press matter to be carried on Sunday
or that cars be allowed to continue to
their destination. This would be giving
rajlway and express companies a free
hand. He declined to accept the sen-
ate’s amendment that all classes of
delayed vessels be allowed to load Sun-
day. It was not desired to let in the
lakes. The original clause of ‘ocean
craft” was restored. The amendment
allowing a ferry té be operated as
part of a street railway line was re-
fused. He restored the word ‘“permit
to ‘the corporation liability clause. Mr.
Alyesworth said the senate amendment
had weakened the clause. Mr. Ayles-
worth asked the house to concur in the
amendment, requiring the consent of
the provincial minister of justice to be
obtained for the beginning of prosecu-
tions. The other amendments were
accepted and the bill wént to the sen-
ate. The exceptions taken by the com-
mons were agreed to in all cases. The
bill is ready for the signature of the
governor general tomorrow.

Senator Landry is going to insist on
all rules as to time being observed on
the bill abolishing ministerial pensions.
This means it will die in the senate, as
prorogation will take place tomorrow
afte}goon at three o’clock.

o
THE WORK OF THE SESSION.

The session of parliament which has
just taken four calendar months has
been more prolific of political tactics
than of legislation. The opposition have
conducted a scandal session with a
good deal of activity. They compell-
ed the government,to defend itself in
the public accounts committee against
allegations under the North Atlantic
Trading contract, and for purchases of
the marine department. The only im-
portant tariff feature of the session
was the promise of a new tariff at the
November session, -

An interesting feature of the session

ras the extendirig of an invitation to
the King to visit Canada. Another
was the laying down of his portfolio
by Minister of Justice Fitzpatrick for

the chief justiceship, involving the ap-
pointment of Mr. Aylesworth in his
place and the promotion of Mr., Le-
mieux to the post office portfolio.

In both the lower and upper house
there was an interesting debate on
senate reform,

The maritime provinces members
tried to secure the adoption of a reso-
lution providing that the representa-
tion of a province

but were unsuccessful,

Both the commons and the senate
adopted new rules which will go into
force next session, and it is expccted
they will expedite business.

IMPORTANT LEGISLATION.

The most important piece of legisla-
tion of the session was the Lord’s Day
bill. Next to this is probably the Grand
Trunk Pacific branch line bill, which
authorized the building of branch lines
in all parts of Canada with a total
length of five thousand miles. The
railway act was amended so telephone
and express companies are plilced under
the jurisdiction of the railway commis-
sioners. The immigration law has
been strengthened against undesirable
aliens by providing for their trans-
portation within two years of landing.
A measure was enacted.against usur-
ers fixing the legal limit on a loan of
five hundred dollars or under at 12 per
cent. A forest reserve was created in
the Northwest. The fruit laws were
revised and another grade adopted.
The grain inspection law was enlarged
to take in a new variety, Alberta Red.
The Montreal harbor board was re-
duced from eleven to three members
and practically taken over by
the government. Power was taken
to establish a lazaretto in British
Columbia and Tracadie lazaretto was
completely taken over by the govern-
ment. The late of the fiscal year be-
ginning was changed from July 1 to
March 1. A provision was made for
securing the pension rights ¢f imperial
soldiers taken over at Halifax and
Esquimault. A court of appeal was
provided for in Manitoba and the
abolition of the supreme court in New
Brunswick and the creation of -two
courts in its place. The Grand Trunk
Pacific was allowed to give bonds in-
stead of cash as security for the ful-
fillment of contracts. A milk can was
defined as a receptacle holding eight
gallons. For whzaling in Hudson Bay
a fee of fifty dollars was fixed. Provi-
sion was made for the marking of gold,
silver and plated goods and the punish-
ment of false marks, for the redeem-
ing of worn silver coin, for the re-roll-
ing of worn rails. The deckload law
was enlarged. Members and senators
are prohibted from receiving a fee for
promoting a bill under penalty of ex-
pulsion and fine.
