_resigned to-day, joining Attorney Gen-

AURORA, Ill, March 9—One of the
oddest complaints ever made against
an electric railway may find its way
into the civil courts’'of Kane county, It
has to do with the alleged loss of sleep
¢nd. consequent loss of milk of dairv
!herds stabled along the Aurora, Elgin
‘and Chicago RéAilroad. This line Is

hnown as the “third-rail’”’ road, be-

cause it gets its power from an elevated
_1ail on the roadbed, instead of taking it
, frcm an overhead trolley line.
| The road traverses a section of dairy,
‘ ccuntry in which there is a barn close

to the track at frequent intervals.
‘When the. aforesaid third rail is cover-
{ ed with sleet and there is a deal of ice
on ‘the other rails, the powerful current
’.ras an awful spectacular play under
the car when the latter is moving aloug
the rails. There are continual blinding
flashes, as if a thunderstorm were
rlowing the earth and tearing it up
with terrible impact. The flashes - oi
“electric light are sufficient to illumin-
ste the right of way and the farms
Lack several hundred feet. The light is
attended with a hissing and crackliag
as if a regiment of cowboys had invad-
ed a barnyard and were all cracking
blacksnakes at the same time. The
light flashes through the windows of
the dairy buildings with frightening ef-
fect, The descriptions written by Mrs.
E. D. E. N. Sputhworth of thunder-
storms in the Blue Ridge mountains
may give an idea of the lurid trail that
a third-rail train leaves, nt to say any -
thing about the manner in which it
heralds its approach,

The thousands of bossies that are
supposed to be chewing their cuds n
contentment, some of them asleep cn
beds of fresh straw, are awakened LY
a lurid flash and many flashes. Than
comes the crackling sound and the
pounding of icy rails by the car wheeis.
To make the thing still worse, the mo-
torman keeps his air valve open most
of the time, emitting shriek aftzr
shriek. The cows jump to their fect
thoroughly frightened, and only ure
quieted when the herdsmen go among
them patting their sides reassuringly.
The cows, however, do not get over the
scare all night, and when the morning
