NEW YORK, March 7.—The Portu-
guese steamer Vega, which arrived to-
day from ©St. Michaeils,: brought the
passengers of the Cunard line steamer
Pavonka, which was towed inte St
Michaels after a terrible experience
at sea.

The Vega also brought
four cattlemen, who were on the Ger-
mwen steamer Bulgaria, wtich put into
St. Michaels disabled. Dr. J. W.
Inches of St. Clair, Mich., one of the
cabin passengers, said:

“The experience of the vcyage of the
Pavonta was frightful. Gale followed
gale ami bhurricanes prevailed
tkrovghoit, the whole time from IAv-
errool until we landed at the Azores.
During the gales tho terﬂzﬂc Seas
came over the ﬂde uﬁ
thing before :

Five steamem were
sighted, but the weather was so
stormy that they were unable to help
us.. The crew of ;the Pavonda worked
riobly and did ev: o ma.ke the"
passngers asg comfonable as possﬁ:le
under the circumstamces.
