How to Keep Onions and Onion Jots.
If the onions are thoroughly ripe there is
no d'fficulty in keeping them till spring.
But if they are im nature, with thick green
vecks, the only way @ keep'them is the
old- fashioned method of "traciog.”” Take
two or three oniocs and tie them tcgether
with & etrmg around the mecke. Then
place another onion on the trace wnd wind
the strirg around the neck, and then
ano her and anoiher, till yoa Invq » string
of trace of onions & yard _Hang this
up 1a & cool, dry room, If the onione are
perfectly ripe aod dry they cas be spread
out four or five inches thk on sbelves or
on the flor of an airy reom. If somewhat
green, but free from “rcullions,” epread
them out thinner and ture ocoasionally tili
you get them dry srd 8 m.
If you do aot want o sell or uce the
ouio s till spring a convenient way (0 keep
them 18 to put tﬁen in & dry place and let
them freeze. All that is necessary is to
keep them dry and prevent their thaw-
ing. They will come ouy of their
winter quarters fresh and firm, and will
keep jus: as well as those taat have not
teen frozer. When wanted; for sale duriag
the winter & plan s to_keep the
onions in slatted bushel boxes. K ep them
1m & 0ool, dry room, not in ‘s damp cellar.
The boxes can be piled om top of each other
and in rows -ilE an inch or so of space
between hem for ventilation.

SUNDAY LAB.R IN GERMANY,

In the last reports of German factory ix-
spectors, reference is made 1o the inguiry
carried out by a rpecial committee into the
prastice of Sanday labor in the emp re.
The committee was directed (o asoertain to
what extent German workmen are com-
pelled to work on Sunday, aod to obtain
the view of employers respeciing (ke limi-
tation and proaibition of such work. The
great ly «f large manofacturers aod
leadiog busine 8 men con ulted on the
eut ject have declared abeolute prohibition
of work cn Sarday impracticable, but a
majority was in tavor of some limitatior.
A large pumber of manufacturers, repre-
senting different branches of industry, snd
& number of industrial bodies were exauw-
ined, The repor: stowe that it is custom-
ary is a very large number of establish-
meats for rork 10 be done on Sundays. In
i y, it is

in 46 4 per eenl .» 298 per cent, of the
workmen to be 80 employed. In establish-
ments where handiwork 18 doae, it is uenal
with 47 1 per cent. of them to employ 48 1
per cent. of the workmen on Sundays. In
trade and commerce 67 8 per ¢ nt. of the
houses are open on Suudays, keepiog 57
per cent. of the engsged emjloyed. As a
.rule peither facto ie8 nor business houses
are open the whole day ; bur many do use
the whole of Sundsy. The recult is that a
very copsiderable part of the German
workivg people get very little reet on Sun-
day.— Londo « Speclator.
