ton, an art publisher and lithographer
of world-wide reputation, died in that
city of pneumonia last night. He was
the husband of Mary Dana Hicks
Prang, formerly of Syracuse, N. y &4
the well known art educator and
authoress.

Louis Prang was born in Breslau,
Germany, in 1824.  For taking part
in the revolutionary  movement . of
1848 he was forced to leave Germany,
arriving in Boston in 1850, His pro-
ductions of color printing and repro-
ductions of famous paintings made
him known throughout the world.
He also devised text books on art,
drawing books and writing books
which are widely used.
