HISTORIC DAYS (N CANADA

011 this date in 1760 the second bat-
tle on the Plains of Abraham was
fought. This time the English were
the defenders of Quebec and the
French the aggressors, and the Lilies
of France triumphed temporarily over
that proud standard of England and
her Empire which, thanks to the gal-
lant Wolfe, had been hoisted over the
ramparts of Quebec the previous Sep-
tember. After the death of Wolfe and
Montcalm in the first conflict on the
Plains of Abraham, the English com-
mand devolved upon General Murray,
while De Levis gathered togethered
the shattered remnants of the French
army and made a gallant effort to re-
cover what had been lost. De Levis
realized that speedy action was neces-
sary, as British reinforcements were
expected with the opening of naviga-
tiony, and he also hoped for additional
men ‘and supplies from France. The
French troops assembled in Montreal
were landed at Pointe-aux-Trembles
on April 26, 1769, and marched via
Lerette to St. Foye, where they clash-
ed with Murray’s outposts. On the
28th the issue was joined on the his-
toric battlefield, and the French were
victorious, Murray retiring with his
vanquished army into the city. De
Levis was unable to take the city and
fell back upon Montreal, where in the
following September he found himself
surrounded by an army of 17,000 Eng-
lish troops. In the capitulation which
followed  De Vaudreuil, the last Gov-
ernor of New France, turned over the
whole country to England. By the
treaty of Paris in 1763 the long strug-
gle was brought to am end and France
was fofced to give up all of her New
World empire except Louisiana, the
island of St. Plerre and Miquelon, and
certaln Newfoundland fishing privil-
eges. England thus became supreme
in the western world, and the great
Dominion of the present is the out-
growth of her triumph.

1HE HUMAN PROCESSION
PALMER COX 78 TODAY,

Palmer Cox, the author and artist
who fathered the immortal family of
“Brownies” and other “Queer Peo-
ple,” born in Granby, Quebec,
April 28, 1840, just seventy-four years
ago today. He was educated in the
academy of his native Canadian town,
but soon after reaching his majority
he shook the Canadian dust from his
feet and set out for California. There
he became a writer for the San Fran-
cisco Alta Californian and the Galden
Erea. Palmer Cox's residence in the
California metropolis continued from
1863 to 1875. In the latter year he re-
turned to the East, settling in New
York. The year 1875 was also notable
a8 witnessing the publication of his
first book, “Squibs of California, or
Every-Day Life Illustrated,” which
was afterward rewritten and publish-
ed as “Comic Yarns,” His early experi:
ences in the American = metropolis
provided the material for his next
work, “Hans Von Pelter's Trip to Go-
tham,” “How Columbus Found Ameri-
ca,” was published in 1877,

1t was in 1887 that the genius latent
in Cox’'s pen and penecil found fullest
expression in “The Brownies, Their
Book,” and the antics of those little
fellows have never ceased to tickle
the funuy-bones of the youth of all
JJands. Then came the “Queer Peo-
ple, Such as Goblins, Gilants, Merry-
Men and I\innar('hs. and Their Kweer
Kapers,” “Queer People With Wings
and Stings,” “Queer People With Paws
" “Another Brownie Book,”
at  Home,” “Brownies
Abroad,” “Brownies Around the
World,” “Brownles in the Philippines,”
and “Brownie Clown in Brownie Tow”
—in fact, Brownies about everywhere
that a Brownie would want to visit. It
as largely Mr. Cox’s “Brownies"” that
gave the inspiration to the host of
other “children’s comics™ which have
gladdened the hearts of the children
of the last generation.

THE PASSING DAY
AUTHOR OF “MONROE DOCTRINE”

James Monroe, fifth president of the

United States and author of the fa-
mousg “doctrine” which bears his name
was born in Westmoreland county, Va.
156 years ago today.
The Monroe Doctrine was formula-
ted by President Monroe in his mess-
age to Congress on December 2, 1823.
It was designed to prevent interfer-
ence by KEuropean powers in the af-
fairs of American countries and was
ovcasioned by the formation in Burope
of the so-calléd “holy alliance”—an ar-
rangement between France, Russia,
Austria and Prusgia by which they
were bound to suppress all tendencies
to republicanism and aid each other
in maintaining the monarchical sys-
tem throughout Europe. It was sup-
posed that the “holy alliance™ desired
to extend their operations to the New
World also, especially with reference
to the suppression of the rebels in the
Spanish cblonies. Spain had just lost
most of {ts New World possessions,
and 'republics had been established in
South and Central America which had
recelved the recognition of the United
States. There is little doubt that the
centinental powers of Europe propos-
ed to aid in the restoration of the
monarchical system in those countries
and Monroe's message was in effect
an announcement that the United Sta-
tes would not tolerate such interfer-
eénce. On this question England sided
with the repubMe, and the “holy al-
lance” made no attempt to carry out
their project.
