Monday, April 23, (Delayed in trans-
$mission.)—French troops took a fur-

of the Alsne. From here to beyond

mander -in-chief of the British forces
dn France, for his skill and tenacity.

Fought Over Again.

Germans Left Too Late.

The Germans attempted to retire
hastily but they ltad been 80 confident
in their ability to maintain their posi
tion that they left it too late, and
although they fought desperately to
save themselves and their guns, near:
ly 2,000 Germans, comprising thirty
officers, were compelled to surrender
with fifty cannon, large numbers of
rifles and much ammunition and
stores.

The French success was 8o rapid
that they found the Germans had left
numbers of unfinished letters in the
dugouts and in the well furnished Ger-
man officers’ mess an unconsumed
meal still lay on the table. Mines
had been laid by the Germans at vital
points to be exploded in the event of
a retreat but the French promptness
Jeft them no time in which to set
them off.

Huns Lose Heavily.

London, April 24.—Reuter's corres-
pondent at British headquarters in
France contrasts the reckless prodi-
gality with which the Germans are
now throwing reserves of men and
guns into the firing line with their
previous prudence and says that they
clearly realize the' full extent of,the
Anglo-French menace to their whole
system of communication, and are
desperately trying to, counter the
danger. Continuing the comnpon-'
dent says: “They are throwing in
their strategic reserves wholesale, and
are rushing up guns and ammunitions
which must be weakening some other
point in their long<drawn armour.
Since the Germans began their retreat
in the middle of February they have
shown every desire to conserve man-
power, but during the last thirty-six
hours they have shown a complete
recklessness In repeating counterat-
tacks in mass, without regard to the
cost, which must be appalling.

Constant Fire.

“Our gunners, by a constant fire on
the Arras-Douai railway, are making
it very difficult for the Germans to
bring up ammunition. The cutting
of the St. Quentin Canal also deprives
the enemy of one of his main lines of
communication.

“The capture of Beaucamp and Vil-
lers-Plouich has given us a command-
fng position on the opposite side of
the railway to Gonnelieu, and straight-
ens our front towards Marcoing, from
which we are now about three miles
distant.”

TURKS AGAIN
ARE DEFEATED

British Force Enemy Back on
Left Bank of Tigris and on
Sinai Front,

London, April 24~An official com-
munfcation dated April 22, and re-
ferring to the operations against the
Turks, reports the withdrawal for some
kilometres of a Turkish detachment
on the left bank of the Tigris and of
the Turks on the Sinai front.

“The enemy, defeated near Gaza,
withdrew his right wing,"” says thc
communication. “He is constructing
new positions with the object of pro-
tecting that flank., The small number
of prisoners taken in this fighting
proves that the strugglo was a desper-
ate one. We captured a large number
of rifles and some automatic guns.
Three armored motor cars which the
enemy sent into.the fight were de
stroyed.”

HOLLAND STAYS NEUTRAL

The Hague, via London, April 24
Discussing foreign affairs in the firsf
chamber of parliament today, Jonk
heer Loudon, the foreign minister,
said that no matter what the pressure
might be, the Dutch government
would not deviate from the neutral
course it had hitherto pursued. He
emphatically denfed that either he or
the government had ever yielded to

Will Be No Changes
In Canada’s Tanff

Sir Thomas White So Announces In Shortest Bud-

get Speech On Record — Only New Taxes
Will Be On War Profits.

Special to The Standard.

Ottawa, April 24—In a budget speech of thirty minutes Finance
Minister Sir Thomas White this afterndbn reviewed Canadian financial
operations since the beginning of the war; set out the trade conditions
and loans made, declared the new taxation proposals of the Government
and stated that having funds to carry untll June, he would then arrange
for an issue of treasury bills and next fall would offer another war loan.

The Finance Minister stated that there would be no changes in the

tariff.

This is belleved to be the first time In the history of Canada that a
finance minister had brought down a regular annual budget without a

single tariff change.

It Is to the credit of 8ir Thomas White that he was

able, in the lagt session, to put the tariff upon so satisfactory a basis
that it provides for everything desired, and no branch of trade is to be

disturbed by further adjustment.
Record For Time.

Sir Thomas also made a record for
time in the delivery of his budget,
never before has a finance minister
been able to make his statement in
less than an hour, and many budget
speeches have run to three and four
hours.

The Finance. Minister was cordially
applauded upon rlsing and heartily
cheered at the close.

The only mew taxes came in the
form of increase in the tax on war
profits. These have beéen one quarter
of the profits above seven per cent, on
companies of fifty thousand dollars
capital and over. The new tax de
quarter of profits from seven to fitteen
per cent.; half the profits from fifteen
to twenty per cent. and three quarters
of all profits above twenty per cent.

Canada’s Loans.

“Since war began Canada has floated
domestic loans to amount of $360,
000,000, and Canadiap banks have ad-
vanced in addition $1560,000,000 to the
Imperial Government. The last $150,
000,000 loan was oversubscribed $100,-
000,000,

Canada's aggregate trade for the
year ending March 31st last was
$2,043,000,000, which is double the
largest Canadian trade year before
the war. There was favorable trade
balance of $314,000,000.

Bxpenditure during the year on ondi-
nary and capital account totalled
$173,000,000, revenue reached $232.
000,000, thus, after paying all running
expenses of the country the, Govern-
ment had $60,000,000 to place against
the cost of the war.

Little criticism came from the oppo-
sition financial critie, A, R. MacLean,
He took no exception to the graduated
war profits tax, but thought that it
should be imposed one year ago.
There was the usual opposition criti-
olsm of expenditure and the looked for
eriticism of alleged extravagance, but
it was quite plain that 8ir Thomas
White's proposals had fmpressed the
House and will command general sup-
port.

The National Debt.

Ottawa, April 24.—(Canadian Press)
—8ir Thomas Whites budget deliver-
ance in the Commons this afternoon
was the shortest on record. The min:
{ster, who took the floor immediately
on the opening of the House, said:

“The features of the public finances
{x which 1 conceive the House to be
officially interested at the present time
gre the relationship between national
income and national expenditure and
the increase in the national debt. For
the first year of the war the revenuo
from all sources was about one hun-
dred and thirty milifon dollars, 1t rose
during the second year to $170,000,000.
For the year ended March 31st last 1
am happy to say our income will reach
two hundred and thirty4wo millions or
ctie hundred million in advance of the
fiseal year 1815, In round figures
$134,000000 of the aggregate was de-
#ived from customs, $24,000,000 from
excise and $12,800,000 from the busi-
ness profits war tax. From this iast
named tax which was introduced by
the budget of last year we estimated
thiat we should receive twentydive mil-
tion dollars during the three years of
its currency. Our experience has
proved that this estimate will be large-
Iy exceeded. This tax was retroactive,
being levied in respect of business ae-
ccunting s ending subsequently
to December 81st, 1914,

businesses subject to the tax
were much affected by the severe de-
pression and dlsloeu/lal of b

'rho; profits of the first accounting
period of

incidental to the first months of the
war, Nevertheless from this first per
fod the sum of $12,600,000 has already
been collected and when the full levy
is made we expect to have collected in
respect of this perlod as much as
$156,000,000. For the second account:
ing period the taxes for which are pay-
able during the year we estimate that
the amount collected will be much
larger—in fact as high as $20,000,000
or more,
Wonderful Showing.

Taking our total revenue at $232.
000,000 and our total current and cap-
ftal expenditure at $172,000,000 we find
that during the past fiscal year we
were able to pay from our income all
current and capital expenditure, all
charges of interest upon our increased
national debt, all pension outlays and
in addition devote the sum of $60,000,
000 to payment of the principal of our
war expenditure. For a country such
s Canada, of sparse population and
without the conditions of long estab:
lished and concentrated wealth pre-
vailing in older and more settled com:
munities, the result must be regarded
as extremely satisfdctory.

Coming next to the question of our
direct war expenditure we find that
with our increasing military effort it
{¢ also continually {ncreasing. Since
the beginning of hostilities our total
war outlay, including estimated and
unadjusted labilities to Great Britain
for the maintenance of our troops at
the front and inclusive of withheld
pay, totals, o0 far as we can calculate,
about $600,000,000.

National Debt.

As the result of this large war ex-
penditure the net national debt of
Conada which was $336,000,000 befors
the outbreak of war has risen to over
$000,000,000, although this will not be
shown by our officlal statements for
some months to come.

By the end of the present flscal
year, it may reach $1,300,000,000.

From the beginning 1t has been
clear that it would not be possible for
the people of Canada to pay during
the war, more than a part of the prin-
cipal of our war expenditure. The
policy of the government has there
fore been directed along two main
lines. First to fund the war indebt
edness so as to postpone its maturities
to periods well beyond the end of the
war and secondly by increased taxa-
tion on‘the one hand and the reduc-
tion of current expenditure on works
on the other to be in a position to
meet from annual income all annual
outlays, including Increased interest
and pension charges and in addition
a substantial amount of the war ex.
penditure itself,

Question of Revenue.

The question of further revenue
narrows down to abnormal profits
made by business firms during the
period of the war and this in my view
is the proper and legitimate source to
which to look for increased revemue
to meet the increase of the war. If
a business is making, In war time,
profits above the normal, they must
be due to the abnormal conditions
created by the war, that is to say such

the war, It follows that it may
properly be required to contribute a
