Say They Saw No Sign of Intoxication---Supt. Eveleigh, Who
Made the Charges, Said He Did Not Intend His Letter to
Have Publicity, But Does Not Now Regret It---Premier’s
Investigation at Sussex Further Adjourned.

Sussex, May 30—(Special)—The Sussex

dairy Investigation before Premier Tweedie
was not concluded today. but adjourn-
ment was made until next Friday morning
at 10 o’clock, after considerable evidence
bad been taken. :
_ The testimony was largely technical and
similar to ‘what had been submitted pre-
wiously, and the majority of the witnesses
were young men who had been connected
with the factory and schocl as students or
employes.

Geo. Fowler, M. P.,, and W. B. Jonah
appeared for Mr. Eveleigh.

Nelson Eveleigh, the creamery superin-
tendent, was recalled and swore that when
he wrote his letter to Frank Smith, M.
®. P., in which charges were preferred, he
did not suppose it would be given pub-
licity. He cherished no enmity toward the
instructors, but if the investigation would
result in creating an improvement in the
brapches of the creamery and school he
would not regret having written the let-
ter. He could not say the instructors were
strict temperance men and be telling the
truth, for he was acting in what he be-
lieved to be:for the best interests of an
impertant and growing industry.

‘Good Words for Instructors.

Richard McCready,who worked in cheese
factories in Gagetown, Salisbury and Un-
tario, was the first witness examined by
Hon. A. 8. White.. In 1904 he attended
the school in Sussex and could not recall
seeing any of the school instructors under
the influence of liquor.

The witness further said he never had
any veason to -suspect intoxication in the
school.

‘o Mr. Jonah—*There would be a few
complaints ‘occasionally, but they were of
-a usual character. Mr. Eveleigh seemed to
enjoy the confidence of the patrons. He
was ‘exact in his testing but rarely did any
weighing.”

Edward Gaudett,cheese and butter maker
of Memramcook, said he attended the Sus-
sex dairy school in 1903 and 19)4 for a tew
weeks in ‘each year. The instructors were
Messrs. Mitchell, Tilley, Daigle and Rob-
ertson, ‘and not once did he see any of
them intoxicated. So far as he was able
ito judge the instructors were competent.

To Mr. Jonah—*“If T'd have seen signs
of imtoxication on any of the instructors
I would not have forgotten it. I went
about with Mr. Daigle more than with the
other teachers. I went through the town
with him several ¢times. He never treated
me or offered to do so. I take a drink
mow and then myself but while I was at
the school T did not drink once.”

Napoleon LeBlane, of Memramcook, was
examined but his evidence was unimpor-

tant. .
Frank McCready, graduate of the Sussex

#chool, said that in 1902 the instructors

were Messrs. Mitchell, Tilley, Daigle and

Robertson, He saw mno indications of use

Mr. Bverleigh on the Stand.

The examination of Nelson Eveleigh,
manager of Sussex factory, was then con-
tinued by Mr. White. He was questioned
_wespecting the classification and recording
of tests and the use of the pipette, an in-
strument to indicate the different degrees
of cream. He considered one pipette all
that was necessary to use in connection
with determining the richness of cream.
The witness recalled Mr. Mitchell's com-
plaint in the spring that the tempering vat
was not clean. Subsequently the witness
gave orders to have it cleaned. Nearly
every spring there had been complaints
about the improper state of the separators.
It was customary to have them sent to
where they had been made for repairs.
[The witness did not consider the machines
either unsafe or unfit to use. They were
of the Sharpless make and he understood
the Sussex Dairy Company paid for all new
machines. Mr. Milley, he beljeved, wanted
to bave the machines installed because
they advertised the make.

The let-
ter the witness wrote to Mr. Hazen was
to the efiect that he had no fault to find
with the inspectors. When he wrote his
first letter to Frank Smith, M. P. P., de-
seribing the progress of factory and school,
and charging intemperance against some of
the instructors, he did not think it would
be published, but now did not regret its
appearance. le had no personal il will
against the instructors but wanted to sce
the establishment of which he was the
head flourishing. s

Austin Lockbart was called after dinner
adjournmenty Mr. Eveleigh being set aside.
Examined by Mr. White, the witness swore
he was a graduate of the dairy school, that
he never saw sighs of liquor on the in-
structors, and that he benefitted from the
knowledge received in the school.

Herbert Parlee, barrister and -stock
dealer, swore he had brought milk and
cream to the Sussex factory ever since it
had been in operation. He could not re-
call what the test of his milk had been in
February, 1904, but he thought it was in
the neighborhood of 30 per cent.

There was a bnief controversy respecting
tests, cows, yield of milk and treatment
at the factory. The expression “flock of
cows” was employed, which caused the
premier to remark that if Mr. Parlee was
a barrister he had evidently never heard
of a “flock of cows.”

“If he’s a farmer he has,” rejoined Mr.
Jonah.

To Mr. White—“To a certain degree the
better a cow is fed the more cream there
will be in a given quantity of milk.”

Had Been Fined.

C. W. J. Upham 'testified he had brouzht
milk and cream to the factory and pro-
duced a record of his tests from June, 1903,
to April, 1905. In January, 1905, the test
was 27 per cent. The April, 1905, test was
24, and after that month the witness dis-
continued for he considersd it unprofit-
able. He had never changed the screw of
his separator and always turned the sep-
arator himself. He had always received
his checks monthly and Jad never made
any special contract. He had been docked
$6 because he had left the factory to sell
his milk and cream elsewhere. The fine
was three per cent on all the money paid
by the factory to any farmer bringing
eream or milk from January 1. The fac-
tory superintendent was quite within his
rights in imposing such fine, for he was
acting under instruction from the board
of directors. The Babecock tester, said the
witness, hgd been used in the factory and
he blamed’either the tester or sample bot-
tle for the pooy percentage his milk
shawed. /

“The bottle,” observed Premier Tweedie
naively, “is the cause of all this trouble.”
(Laughter).

“Keep away from the bottle,” said Mr.
Fowler. (Laughter).

Mr. White questioned 'the system of milk
testing in the factory. From the testimony
given there was reason, he said, to suspect
that the facilities for testing did mnot give
the milk dealers all they were entitled to.
There was danger of the system becoming
more or less of a lottery.

“Speaking of the cash penalty,” said Mr.
Jonah, “it is a byelaw of the company, is
it net?’

“I believe s0.”

Reason for the Fine.

Tt was pointed out that the byelaw had
been created by the company to guard
against loss. The factory and equipment

The witness understood. that one of the
d'rectors (a patron of the factory) had
been subjected to a fine. He wished to
sell his milk in the St. John market. The
witness did not know whether he paid the
fine.

MADAWASKA: LICENSES

Perfectly Valid, Says Solicitor General
Jones--He Disputes F. LaForest’s
Opinion,

—

Speakifg to a representative of The
Telegraph Wednesday about the recent
statement by Fred LaForest, of Edmund-
ston, that the liquor licenses recently is-
sued in Madawaska county were not worth
the paper they were written on, Solicitor-
General Jones made the following state-
ment as to the perfect legality of these
documents:

“It was represented to” the government
that some difficulties might arise with
reference to the issuing of licenses in Mada-
waska in view of the fact that the law
was changed at the last session of the
legislature, by which no wholesale licenses
could be issted outside of an incorporated
city or town, and because the town of
Edmundston had been incorporated after
the time of filing applications for licenses
had expired.

“The liquor license act provides that ap-
plications be filed on or before March 25
in order that licenses may issue between
May 1 and 15. The applications were
made in the part of Madawaska which is
now comprised within the limits of Ed-
mundston to the commissioners for the
county. At that time there was no town.
The chief commissioner of public works
and, myself were appointed a sub-commit-
tee of counsel to attend the meetings of
the commissioners both of the town and
county on May 15, the last day for is-
suing licenses except for special causes.

“l advised the commissioners for the
town at that time that, owing to the fact
that the applications were made to the
county commissioners on March 25, there
might be some question as to whether the
courts would consider them legal.

“I thought the commissioners for the
town might very well act upon such ap-
plications but in order that no question
could e raised I advised them to have
new applications made that day by all the
parties and then to act after having re-
cei‘ved the inspector’s report upon the
saipe.

/“While the law makes it obligatory up-
on .commissioner's not to act upon appli-
cations unless filed on or before March 25,
vet if they act upon applications received
later and issue licenses thereon the li-
censes shall not be void on; that account.
I am of opinion that the licenses issued in
E(}mundston May 15 on applications re-
ceived the same day are perfectly wvalid
and that under the peculiar circumstances
the co:imissioners were justified in their
actions.

“The chief commissioner, who is very
familiar with ‘conditions in Madawaska,
went into matters very fully with the
town and county commissioners in order
that no licenses should be issued except in
those parishes where the law warrants.
The result of these meetings was that only
23 licenses wete issued where last year
there were 46 tnd in St. Ann’s and St.
Jacques parishes there were none at all
issued.”

North End Residents Doing Ship-
building on Small Scale,

MR. EMMERSON'S VIEW

He Says St. John People Will Have
. to Rise Earlier--An Unsatisfactory
Explanation—Board of Trade Coun-
cil to Act in the Matter This Morn-

ing.

The question of the I. C. R. summer
schedule will be considered this morning
at a meeting of the St. John Board of
‘I'rade council, and it dis hoped that the
facts, then presented willl result in a
strong protest being sent to Ottawa on
behalf of St. John business men and the
traveling public generally. The obnoxious
summer schedule is the subject of increas-
ing criticism. It is pointed out that an
express train leaving St/ John about seven
or eight in the morning, and arriving
about the same time in the evening, would
give a good mail service and meet the de-
mands of all classes of travel, whereas the
proposed time table will gravely incon-
venience almost everyone.

The following from The Telegraph’s Ot-
tawa correspondent shows that Dr. Daniel
and Dr. Stockton, in response to telegrams
from constituents, brought the matter up
in the House yesterday, but. elicited no
satisfactory statement from the Minister
of Railways:

Ottawa, May 31—(Special)—On the or-
der of the day being called in the House,
Dr. Daniel, of St. John, drew the atten-
tion of the minister of railways to the new
time table which is to be put into effect on
the I. C. R, on the 4th or 5th of June.
The morning express now leaves at 7
o’clock. The intention is for it to start
an hour earlier. There was a great deal
of dissatisfaction with the change. 1t
would be a great inconvenience to the
traveling public. He suggested leaving the
train to start at 7 o’clock as at present.
He understood the change related to the
Halifax express alone.

Mr. Emmerson said that it was impos-
sible to arrange a time table to suit the
convenience of all parties without entail-
ing unwarranted expense. In making the
change the great aim was to suit as far as
possible the convenience of the people and
to minimize the cost of running trains.
There was a morning train leaving Halifax
at about the same hour for St. John.
They crossed each other at Amherst. 1t
was, therefore, arranged to have the St.
John train start an hour earlier and con-
nect with the Mcmtreal express at Mone-
ton and allow the Montreal express do the
business between Moncton and Halitax.
Tast year the St. John train followed the
Maritime express about fifteen minutes
later from Moncton to 'ruro without pas-
sengers and without traffic, but not with-
out very great expense.

All the inconvenience caused was that
St. John people going by the train had to
get up an hour earlier. No. 1 train would
run from Halifax to Truro returning in
the afternoon and meeting the require-
ments of the intermediate points. =This
would obviate the running of a through
express from Halifax to St. John. He
did not think the people of St. John
should complain, as the train was now
leaving the city without passengers and
without traffic. They took the might train.

.Dr. Daniel said that the minister took
the wrong time of the year to make the
change, There would not be time to get
the morning papers out by the train.

Fredericton Lumber Shipment.
