Mr. Crawford argued in favor of bill,
Upper Provinces, where Municipalities
showing there are similar- enactments.in
are cmpowered to grant bonuses to man-
factories. . The result there has been
found to be very beneficial, and this
measure will doubtless have the.same
cffect in-New Brunswick. ; i

Mr. Hibbard favored the bill; and
would also favor the offering of a bonus
to those who start manufactories. He
said the St. John boot and shoe manufac-
tories conld not supply one third of the
provincial demand.

Mr. Alward contradicted this and said
St. John' exported large quantities of
hoots and shoes besides largely supply
ing the home market. .

Mr. Irvine said he had a similar local
bill manacting from the Woodstock Town
Council, ‘which, if this pass, he need not
commit.

My, Phillips thought manufacturers
should not be exempted from the school
tax.

Mr. Maher thonght the bill contained a
dangerous ‘principle. He would favor
such a bill were it to apply only to facto-
ries that would not otherwise be estab-
lished. It would lead to sbnses both by
elective bodies and Sessions, ‘who are not
accountable to the people.

Ontario municipalities
prefer making loans to parties estab-
lishing manufactories, instead of exempt-
ing from taxation, He thought placing
exempting power in handsofsessionswere
somewhat dangerons. He thought the
school tax should not be included in ex-
emption. ' The bill should not extend to
factosies. already established, but to ad-
ditional capital put ia tliem, and to new
enterprises.

Mr. Robinson opposed alowing the
bili to.cover existing factories.

Mr. Wedderburn said bodies named
may or may not exempt existing factories,
and members seemed to forget that the
bill was merely permissive. He thought
the school tax should not be always con-
sidered an exceptionable one, and kept
before the country in that form.

The Secretary said if one factory in a
place was exempted it would pretty sure-
ly follew that all wovld be, and therefore
the permissive clause would not amoust
to much in securing discriminating ex-
emption.

Mr. Hanington said farmers always
were beaefited by factories which provid-
ed a better market for them, while indi-
viduals enzaged in factories would assist
in paying taxes of the district, making
them less than before. . Justices he
thought would prudently exercise the
power vested in them, and the bil should
apply to increased capital invested in ex-
isting factories, should Justices, etc., so
determine. : .
