amount of such Debentures or Promissory Notes at any one time
outstanding shall not exceed one fourth part of the amount then
unpaid on the Deposit or Premium Notes held by such Company :

20 And provided also, that the said Debentures or Promissory Proviso.
Notes shall not in any instance be drawn so as to become due and
payable in less than six or mhre than twelve months after the
issuing thereof; that no such Debenture or Note shall be for a
less sum than twenty-five pounds; that such Debentures or Notes

25 and the interest thereon shall be paid solely out of monies to be
collected on the deposit or premiun notes of members of the Com-
pany, and notby new Debentures or Notes or money raised by the
issue of new Debentures or Notes ; and that the Directors of the
Company may always assess upon the members thereof in propor-

30 tion to the amount of their Deposit or Premium Notes respectively,
such sum or sums as shall be necessary to pay any such Debentures
or Notes as aforesaid then outstanding and the interest thereon.
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
