"Pleas may be had to his Majefty’s Court of Appeal for the Province,

VI. And be it further enacted by the authority aforefaid, that after the appointmeit
of {uch perfons as his Excellency the Governor-or Commander in. Chief for the time
being, may commiflion as cullers and infpeélors, all falmon, -mackerel,: herrings or
other wet fifh packed in cafks, fhall, prior to their:being fhipped for’any foreign
market, be carefully examined and infpeéted by fome one of the-cullers or infpettors
commiflioned as aforefaid; and all fuch as he fhall find to be good and merchantable,
he fhall brand on the head of the cafk inlegible charaters his name and the year in
which he examined the fame, and for his trouble he’fhall be paid fix-pence for every
hogthead, tierce or barrel, and threc-pence.-for every fmaller cafk, and whenever any
difputes happen between the {cller and purchafer of any“dried cod fith, the fame fhall
be culled by fuch-culler or infpetor, for which- he fhall" be paid at the rate of one
penny per-quintal ; and any culler-or.infpeétor commulfioned as aforefaid, who fhall
refufe or negle€t his duty ‘herein before mentionéd, when thercunto required, with-
out a legal and Jjuft caufe for fuch refufal, fhall forfeit and pay for every luch neglc&t
and refufal, the fum of five pounds,

VII. And beit-further ena@éd by the fame authority, that the penalties in this or-
dinance may be fued for and recoveréd before any two of his Majefly’s Juflices of the
Peace for the diftri&, onemoiety whercof to be paid to the Receiver-general for the
ufe of his Ma}tﬂ), his “heirs and {uccéffors, or to the Commifhioners of his Majelty’s
Trealury for the rimebeing, and audited by his Majefty’s Auditor-general for the
