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Tue Lievtenant Governor thinks proper to
call the attention ofthe Legislative Council to a -ub-
ject, which he has long regarded as one of much
importauce to the Province and of particular inter-
est to a large portion of its [nhabitants.

The Legislative Council is aware that of those
persons who have ceme to this Province from for-

ciga couatries and more esp:cially at an early pe-
riod of its settlement, many had been ecitizens of the

United States of America aud subjects of that go-
vernment.

Whatever difference of opinion may have for-
merly prevailed with respect to the civil rights of
persons so situated Iroa tae circu pstance of the
United States of America having o'ice been British
colonies the solenn decision of the quesiion in the
courts of the mother country, whose laws we have
adopted. leaves no room for doubt. And these In-
hahitants of the Province are exposed to the mcon.
venience of fiading those rights deni-d which tey
bave hitherto enjoved, but which, whenever they
mav be questioned, must be decided upon hy those
to whom the administration of justice is committed,
accor ling to Law and without reqard to inconveni.
ences which might be much regretted.
