Ln attempt is made here to grow™
come potatoes, but as at Lac La Ronge the grecund ie very
rocky, and garden patchese are cultivated at some distance
from the mission. I am told that these outlying patches grow

gocd potatoes.
[~— The matter of the balance of land

vto which this band ie entitled, 30.6 sq.miles, was spoken of.
It is desired that this balance be surveyed for them at an
early‘d&te. Additienal land could be surveyel for them at the
mouth of Repid River where a small reserve has already been
surveyed. Then they desire an island some Z sq,miles in
extent just off the mouth of Rapid River on the. Churchill
River. Then wmest of the Hudson Bay Company"s block and on the
south side of the Churchill a block some £ sq.miles could be
laid out. Again about 9 miles up the Churchill River and on
the north shore of a lake called Otter Lake another block
could be laid cut. Here some of the Indians have housees built
and live in them during the winter. I impressed upon the
chief and councillers the necéssity of having all the land
coming to them chosen when & surveyor errived to lay out the
balance of their land. They request that when a surveyor is

sent out that the chief be notified, that men might be held .
' held.
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
