Further it is pointed out that most
of the meshanisal transpert of the 2nd Canadian Division has been
sent to England and camot be replaced in Canada for some time and
also emphasized tn.t um parties of th; 2nd Division are now in
England and many of its Offiecers and other ranks are taking courses
in antieipation of the arrival of the Divisien.
