ERE is a pretty view of the River Speed from the Home- 
wood grounds. Such a view is a poet’s dream, and the 
Homewood grounds offer a dozen scenes such as this. 

Local pride is given to exaggeration, but no flight of the imagina­
tion could possibly picture scenes that characterize the refined 
peace and quiet of the Homewood lawns, vistas and terraces. 
This is not mere word painting, because one feels how altogether
