When we read in Holy Seripture that
the Saviour was »resent at & wedding, |
or at a bangquet, we must not think that
He did tvis because He took pleasure in
eating and drinking or in cheerful com-
pany ; uo, He did this with quite another
motive; His desire was to do good by
word aud example, and particalarly to
use the opportunity for the conversion
of sinners and to win souls to the king
dom of God. At the marriage of Cana
He performed His Grst miracle by chang-
ing water into wine, thereby bestowing
blessing upon the young married ¢ yaple,
Not all those, however, who enter the
married te participate in Christ's
blessing as these young persous did :
frequently Christ does not come to their
marriage, and does not bless the married
couple. Aud why not ? Because they
neglect to invite Christ to the wedding;
they eater the married state without
God, without holy inteations, without
proper appre tion of their obligsatious.
For this reason very often they do not
find the happiness which they seek in
married life; God does not give them
the wine of happiness, but permits them
to drain the water pots of tribulations,
The six vessels of water at the marriag
of Cana I would liken to s chief
sourees of trouble in married life, which
I will now describe ; telling you at the
same time how these bitter waters of
trouble may be changed into the wine of
blessing. The first vessel of bitter
waters, which such persons must drain
who have entered the married state
more from sensuality than from holy
motives, consists in the weariness which
they will soon find in one another. Un-
fortunately not many married people
can say with the chaste Tobias: * Lord,
Thou knowest, that not for fleshy lustdo1
take my sister to wife, but only for the
love of posterity, into which Thy Name
may be blessed forever and ever.” (Tob.,
viii, 9) Hardly has the boneymoon of
such people passed wheu the seosual
pleasure vanishes, then comes days of
grief ; instead of drinking the wine of
pleasure, they now drink the water of
troable and eat the bread of tribula-
tion.

To this is soon added discontent, and
this is the second vessel from which
married persons must drink, who, with
out being suited to each other, have
entered the married state; who have
perhaps brought into this state wealth
and position, but not the fear of God.
After the first weeks have passed in the
enjos ment of sensual pleasures, vexation
puts in an appearance, and it needs only
slight eanse for the fire of anger to blaze
up. Alas, their conjugal happiness is at
an end! Even if peace is restored,
every day brings fresh occasions for
quarrels and disputes. Faults and de-
fects are found to which they were blind
before, and these faults are the cause of
trouble between them.

The third vessel to be draived in the
extravagance to which disconteat be-
tween married people often leads., When

a man does npot enjoy life at h he
seeks peace and amusement elsewhere,
he goes to the loon, begins to driok

and play, neglects his work, and spends
often in one day all that he can ear
six.

A MIRACLE OF ST. FRANCIS |

During the past month the incorrupt
body of tne Apostle of the Indies was
exposed at Goa, on the oceasion of the |
Eucharistic Congress held there. The
following account of a very wonderful
miracle which took place there the last
time the body of St, Francis was ex-
posed will thus have a special interest.
It was written for Rev. Dom Bede
Camm, O. S. B, of Erdington Abbey,
Eogland, by the lady whose servant was
cured. Sne is not a Catholie, and this
fact adds to the value of her testimony.

Following is the lady's statement, ex-
actly as she wrote it:

“My husbaud, Mr. W, J. Tate, a mem- |
ber of the Iudian Civil Service, bad a
Roman C lic servant who, after
being ab. twelve years in our ser-
vice, b ne very ill. He was treated
for some months by the t ital doctors
in Maogalore (Madras Presidency), but
at last we were asked to refrain from
sending him down into the town for
treatme I'he doctors wrote that the
w was suffering from tuber-
sis, which had already
2ds that there was no cure possible,
no means of healing the cavities in the
lungs and that each journey into the
town endangered his life. Finally,
during the cold weather of 1890-1891 he
was twice in extremis and each time re-
ceived Extreme Unection

“He lingered on however, and when
in Marchor April he heard that the em-
balmed body of St. Fraueis Navier was
to be exposed to view, as was the custom
every fifty years, he begged to be al-
lowed to go on the pilgrimage to Goa and
see the saint, and inv his aid toward
his recovery. For several weeks we
tried to dissuade him, but the doctor
said the condemned man might as well
have his last wish gratiied. Thereupon
a boat was fitted up to tase him, his wife
and two children along the coast to Goa,

“When all was ready he came, with
the help of his wife, to the drawing
roown door to wish me good-bye. I can
see him now a swaying, shrunken figure,
with feverishly glittering eyes in an
emaciated face, and. of course, I felt we
should never see ! return.
