THE INCARNATION.
MASTERLY SERMON OF THE BI*HOP
OF LONDON,

A very large congregation assembled
in St. Peter's Cathedral on Sunday
evening to hear His Lordehip, Bishop
Walsh's Sermon on the “Incarnation.”

covered the face of the enrth—vice became
defied, for each had a God for its author
and patron—whilat the great and etcrcal
God was unknown aud unchangeable He
wes an cutlaw in his own crea i.n, Tke
buman family had lost i's unity snd
sanctity, and beeame disrupted snd broken
up. Slavery beld in ite chalus two-thirds of
the Ruman woild, and degraded, demoral
ized aud corrupted it, Humean life had
bccome s dark aud perplexing mystery,
enshrouded inimpenetrable darkuess, with
all its problems unsolved and its destinies
and purpcses unexplained; snd men,
“noble in reason, infinite in faculties, in
form admirable, in action like an angel,
the beauty of the wosld, the paagon «f
created beings,” became worthles in his
own eyes—the ssted slave of Lis sensual
Such is
the appalling picture which all sacred and

rofane writers draw of the moral state ¢f
the world in the days of Augustus Cie ar
—such was the moral condition of the
world that the Saviour of mavkind |
came to redeem and save, But how is
this to be accomplished ? How are jus-
tice, peace and mercy to be wmade to
work together in this divine work of
human ealvation and restoration,
“Bebold,” ciies out the prophet, “God
himselt will come and save you,” “Ecce
Deus ipse veniet et ealvabit vos,”—Isaias
¢, x»xv., 4. God himselt will come down
from heaven in the Incarnation toseek his
lost children,to dissipate their unholy and
destructive fears, to bring them back
from their baniskment, and to win their
confidence and their love, He will not
come in great power and majesty as he
did on Sinai, when he was clothed with
the lightnings of heaven and spoke in a
voice which was as the roll of thunder,
and when the teinficd people cried cut
1o Moses, “O Moses, speak thou to God |
for us, but let not God speak to us, lest
we die.” No, God the Saviour will veil
the splendor of His msjesty,the awfulness
ot His power, the terrors of His justice,
and will come geutly as the dew of heaven
falls on the thirsty eartb—silertly as the
footsteps of the dawn descending the
eastern hills, He will become men, He
will become our brother; nay, He will
come in the swcetness aud tenderness ard
dependence of an iufant; aud with tke
pleading cutstretchcd arme and the win-
some ard irresistible emiles of a ctild, He
will destroy our fears and will bring us
b ck again to faith and hojeard lcvein
God our Father who is iv heaven, Tais
is the divine ptilosopby of the Ircarua-
tion and birth of Chiist, in which ‘‘mercy
and truth have met each otter ard justice
and peace have embraced esch cther”
Misericordia et veritas cbviaverunt sibi_justtia

After the Magnificat, His Lordship
ascended the pulpit and spoke as follows:

«And the word was made flceh, and
dwelt amorgst us, and we saw his glor: ;
the glory of the only begotten ot the
Father, full of grace and truth.””—John
1, 14,

The Iz carnation of God the Son was the
grestery wanifestation that even God conld
make of His infinite goodness, love and
mercy forthe Luman race, He had created
man through love—He redeemed him
through me:cy. The creation wasa man-
ifestation of Almighty love—the Redemp-
tion was & manifestation of ivfinite and
all-pardoning mercy .

Man was originally created and con-
stituted in justice and innocence. He
was & child of God and an heir
of heaven. By his fall he
lost his invocence snd justice
and forfeited his Somasbip of God and
