| Wine Drinking.

Where do we stand in relation to the tem-
perance question P The press cannot remain
peutral. Its voice and its influence must and
will be heard and felt.

A period of forty years bave elapsed since the
organization of the first societies, the members
of which were required to sign a pledge of ab-
stinence. An immeose revolution in public
sentiment has been effected in that brief space
of time, and incalculable good has been accom-
plished in correcting the hsbits of the people,
Thousands of inebristes have been lifted out
of the gutter, and reetored to their families
clothed and in their right miads. And at the
present period more than ever before, the refor-
mation is marching onward. The future is fu]
of promise, sud the hearts of temperance men
tre growing sirong. Cheering news comes from
all sections ; east, west, south snd north, that
total abstinence and prohibition are constantly
gaining ground.

And yet one of our city cotemporaries, an
old and jiofluentisl journa!, assumes that the
temperance reformation bas been a failure
that men still drink, will drink and must drink,
because God has given tbem san appetite for
stimulatiog beverages. It thioks that none but
the extremists would hold on to the idea of totel
abstinence. It gravely advises that distilled
spirits shall be abaadoned and tbe people ehall
betake themselves to California wines. Whisky
stupefies aud besots, while the wine is sparkling
and promotive of wit and jolly humor. It then
repeats what well informed persons know to be
falee, the oft told tale of the universal wine
drioking and entite freedom from inv.oxic‘nion
in southern Europe.

Travelers again and again, within the past
few years, have stated that more intoxication
is to be seen in the wine producing regions of
Europe, thaa in any otber portion of the world.
Men women and children stagger along the
highways, and are to be seen reeling about the
farms and shops of the laboriog people. In
portions of Germany where wine is drunk like
water, it is no unusual tbing for fleld bands to
be drawn home in carts at night, too much ia-
toxicated to stand or walk. Drunkenness is eo
prevalent and fashionable that the most dis-
gusting case of debauch does not excite either
attention or remark.

California wines are not to be used with im-
punity, They possess the properties that in-
toxicate, and will never be used freely without
their producing ead results, The fallacy of
drinkicg wine to render the people sober, has
been already exploded. Few intelligent people
ever belleved such stuff A moderate degree
of stimulus pever gives satisfaction. A mod-
erate quantity of alcohol pever destroys the
craviog for more.

There are a few competent aud reliable busi-
ness men in Californis, who have fully experi-
mented, and have become coavinced of the folly
of tke attempt to drick wine freely and remain
temperate. Vineyards have been planted, wine
has been produced, end famihes and employees
have used the pparkling beverage till moral and
financiai ruin have seemed to be inevitable.—
Proprietors, to save themselves and their fami-
lies, bave in some instances abandoned the ba-
siness. No drunkard can or will reform, who
attempts to abatain fiom brandy and yet con-
tinues to drink wice. A single glass of the
latter will arouse the fiery demon and his thirst
must and will demand the strongest stimu'ant.
To drink moderately is sn utter impossibility,
after the appetite for alcoholic drinks bas be-
come once created.

Those who attempt to compromise the matter,
by avoiding what are cslled the exigencies
are enemies of the temperance reformation. In
that class will be found a very large portion of
, | liquor dealers. They always recommend moder-
ation. The bar keeper with toddy stick in bsnd,
will deliver temperance lectures, that are as per-
tinent and forcible, as is the Alfa’s dissertation
in favor of wine drinking. When & leading
newspaper ceases to be the conservitor of good
morals, the public should give it such a rebuke
as will not go waheeded.—California Advocate
