come up to the green, sprang at him
suddenly. They knocked off his hat,
grabbed him by the clothing and
dragged him some distance over the
ground.

The Prime Minister bore his rough
treatment complacently, and refrained
from using force to make them de-
sist, while they imparted to him their
opinion that he was a scoundrel and
a nast-master in the arts of Ananias.
