With a vigorous Italian que»-n and 
an abundance of stores. It means 
strong colonies, and consequently 
European foul brood will do no dam­
age. It would pay the beekeeper to 
k«>ep one-half the number of col- 1 
onles ordinarily kept, and give these , 
every opportunity to do good wnrk, 
and if this is done, the total crop 
would he Just as large ut, lr..ut twice 
the number #of colonies poorly 
managed.
