This was on the night
of November 7, 1893, when an audimnce
of 4000 people had gathered in the theu-
tre, one of the largest in Europe, to
hear “William Tel.” At the beginning
of the second act two bombs were
thrown in quick succession from the
upper gallery down into the centre of
the orchestra stalls. 'The first of these
missiles exploded with terrific force,
causing death and ruin and a ecene of
wild terror. The second bomb fell in a
woman's lap. There was a wiki rush
for the door, and during the panic that
followed two hundred people were killed.
The lice  arrested ose  Saivador
P'mn(-m) who confessed, and described
how he made the bombs, and expressed
regret that more le were not kiled,
He was executed November 21, 1894,
Meanwhile, on May 21, 1894, six men
onnvicted of bomb-throwing were execut-
ed. at Barcelona.
