The total show ot thoroughbreds
cowprised forty-seven head, of which
thirty-onc were Shortherna, eight
Jerseys, four Polled Angus and four
Ayrshires. Of these Mr. Josiah
Wood exhibited thirteen Shorthorns,
three Ayrshires and one Jersey.

The exhibit of herses was pro-
nounced by competent judges to be
the best ever shown here—particu-
larly the younger animals. Several
powerful spans of draught horses
were submitted tosevere tests which
they bore very creditably—the pair
receiving the first prize being re-
markably strong and true.

The display of sheep was neither
large nor particularly neticeable,
and seemed to indieate that these
valuable domestic animals are uot
receiving the attention they deserve.

The show of peultry was net
large, but was very good, and a
considerable pertion of the exhibit
was made in two story coops, with
families on both floors and in the
attics.

Within the buildiog the show ef
vegetables was large and good,
purticulnﬁy in potatees, carrots and
parspips. Owing to the unfavorable
season the turnips snd mangels were
pot as large as usual, but still some
very fine specimens were shown.
Some of the other vegetables were
searcely up to the standard. but an
exception must be made in favor of
a mammoth squash exhibited by Mr.
J. L. Black, whichb showed itself
worthy of its distinctive title. There
was a very pleasing exhibit of
domestic manufactures, ladies fancy
work, pictures and flowers. The
inevitable rag mats and patchwork
quilts were there in all their glory,
but were more noticeable for hand
some designs and harmonious color-
ing than for their mumbers. The
pictures, plaques, etc., were good, as
a rule, and therc were some cxcellent
exhibite of cushions. tidies, wax
flowers, macrame work, etc. The
show of flowering plants was very
attraetive, and the exhibits of cut-
flowers, autumn leaves, ete., deserved
mueh praise for their beauty and
artistic arrargement. In leather
work, cretonne work, lace, em-
broidery, raised work, fancy knitting,
ete., there was a handsome exhibit,
and some very fine specimons of
scroll-sawing were shown. Mr, H.
Goaden showed a fine assortment of
leather, and Mr. Abner Smith ex-
hibited some sixty pairs of boots and
shoeg, from the finest French kid
slippers, to the heaviest frrm hoots
and brogans. Among the articles
on exhibition, but not competing for
prizes, were a handsome case of
fancy goods from the Sackville Buek
Store, twe sets of superior harness

While some of these failures are unavoid-
able and made in good faith and honesty,
to others public rumor attaches deliberate
and premeditated swindling. I am led to
enquire, cui bono? What advantages
accrue to one’ transferring his property to
others? Does it relieve him from any
legal liability ? Yours,
A Surrerer.

At present, Canada possesses no
bankrupt law, in the absence of
which, there is no mode by which a
trader can relieve himself from his
liabilities, more than any other
dehtor. Therefor, u debtor who re-
lieves himself of his visible property
is mistaken in supposing he thereby
relieves himself of his liabilities. Heo
can always be held subject to judg-
ment and his property seized under
execution. It the computation is
correct that ninety per cent. of all
traders, in the natural course of
things, seoner or later, come to the
ground, failures must be looked for.
Business risks must be incurred;
some lines of trade are peculiarly
liable to disaster ; the fluctuations of
markets, the delay of a cargo; the
loss of a ship at sea ; and a thousand
other disturbing causes may wreck
the plaps of the keenest calculator,
But in an agricultural community
like Sackville, pessessing a fixed
population following a voeation
that gives sure and regular returns,
the ordinary business risks are re-
duced to a minimum and maturally
the pheaomenal number ef failures
atiraots comment. A majerity of
them, we believe, were caused by
bad debts, failures, difficulty in col-
lecting, &c., but more than one, ii
street rumers are correct, shew
something ** rotten in Denmark.”
When a trader, after assigning sund
being sold out, goes to his assignee
and demands the small sarplus re-
maining after paymentof expenses—
without regard to his creditors—the
exhibition of *‘ cheek” is astounding.
The ease with which credit can be
obtained is & great. incentive to
overtrading and fraud. Commercial
activity and rivalry is such that
merchants  will do business—no
matter what the risk or cost—and
they flood the country with bum-
mers and drummers, whose business
Is simply to sell. The facility thus
afforded to get goods tempts many
into trade, whose only qualification
for it is 1gnorance awd inability.
Others again are thus granted op-
portunities for developing instincts
for fraud and chicanery. There are
100 many traders bv half throughont
the country; too many young men
are allured from the sure prefits and
rewards of the farm into the straggle
for a forwune by country store keep-
ing, and afterthe usual runof upsand
downs, either eat up in expenses
their capital or end by swindling
their creditors. This condition of
things will continue as long as credit
can be obtained with such fatal
facility and as long as young men
disregard the solid and enduring
advantages of farm life.
