A TRUE STORY OF PEBIL.

When I tv as bowmen of the lar- 
boerd, or chief mate’s boat, In the 
Druid, wo lowered one afternoon in 
chase ofa school of * sixty-barrel bulls’ 
on what was known to the initiated 

the ’Middle Ground,’ between 
Australia and New Zealand. We 
made fast to one of the whales, a llvc- 
> fellow, who ran u» something of a 
lance before wo succooded In giving 

him bis death wound.
Hut, all Ibis lime, our steed bad 

been miming us to leeward, and 
meanwhile the captain had struck an­
other, and the ship kept her luff, so as 
to support the windward boats. The 
second mate also kept near the cap- 
taiq, and when our whale went In 
bis ‘llnrry,’ which was not until near­
ly sundown, wo could make out horn 
the manoeuvres ol the ship that the 
boats were to windward ol her. At 
such a distance from us, they were In­
visible, owing (o oar low position at 
the surface of iIk, sea; but those on 
board the Druid, V.- ..f whom re­
mained constantly at the masthead, 
had Ibc run nf us all, at least so long 
as daylight continued.

The sun was just dipping, when we 
got a hole cat in our whale’s nib-end, 
and a strap rove for towing. A dark 
clond-bank was settling down In the 
weather horizon, out of which a strong 
wind might be expected at short no­
tice. - An attempt, with a single boat, 
to tow the whale to windward, would 
he sheer folly ; there was nothing for 
its to do but to either give tip our 
prize or to await the movements of 
the ship. We saw her stand on nntil 
hull down, thou tack, and soon after­
ward, haul the courses up, and swing 
the headyards aback, a signal that she 
was about taking the captain’s whale 
alongside. Some hands were aloft, 
at the same time, securing the light 
sails, and the topsails were allowed to 
run down on the cap.

The mate looked anxiously at the 
ship, and at the threatening aspect ot 
the weather; then at the sixty-barrel 
ball, the prize that we had fought so 
hard to win, and seemed unable, lor a 
time, to make up his mind what 
course to pursue.

What do yon think of tt, Been?’ 
said he, at last, to his hoatsteerer, 
with the manner of one who wishes 
to divide the responsibilities with 
counsellors.

A hole was cat In the body ot the 
whale, and the ‘ waif,’—a flag attach­
ed to a slender spruce staff—inserted; 
our line was cast off from the lowing 
strap, and the order given to pull 
ahead, the boat’s head being laid to 
windward, on a beeline for the ship, 
then some four miles off.

I don’t know what the old man will 
think ol our judgment, in leaving the 
whale, mattered the mute, using the 
word ‘oar’ as a salvo, like most peo­
ple under similar circumstances; 
though he had acted for hiirisclf, ex­
cept so far as his judgment had txieii 
fortified by the hints of old Beers.

We were all glad enough, it m 
be confessed, to abandon the whale 
and consult our own safety. It was 
very early in the voyage, and no simi­
lar emergency had before occurred.
