Entry by proxy
ms:y be mide at any Dominion
Lands Agency (but noi Sub-Agency),
on certain cocditions.

A romesteader
may live within nine miles of his
homestead on a farm of &c ieast §°
acres, c¢a ccitain  conditioans.
