THE PIONEER PHILIPPINE WIS
SIONARIES .

- From the illustratel paper which
the Augustinian Fither W. A,
Jones contribautes to the carrent
Carholic World on “The Religious
Orders in the Philippives,” we learn
that the first missionary to under

eastern iclands was Father Andrew
de Urdantes, O. 8. A., who was ac-
companied _to the archipelago by
four mpmbers of his order. Fisa
Jrdsuola a soldier before|

was ‘2150 & man ‘uf great learning,
especially in cosmography. After
his ordinatiaa he went as a mission-
ary to Mexico, from which country
the Spanish sovereign, who knew
his capabilities, recalled him and |
commissioned him to undertake the
evangelization of the Philippines.
By roy:l decree, he went to those
islands ‘with the same title which
was bestowed upon Las Casae, to
wit, protector of the Indians ; and he
and his conpanions effected their
first landing in the archipelago, on
the isiand of Cebn, April 25, 1565.
The magnitude of the field thus
opened to them caused these pioneer
Anguostinisns in the Philippines to
send: word back to Spain for more
missionaries, and before the close of
the sixteenth century we are told
that the Augustinian order alone
sent to the islands two hundred and
vineteen priests. When the Augus-
tinians recognized that the insular
missionary work was more than any
one ‘order could accomplish, they
gent urgent appeals to other com-
munities to come to their assistance.
The Franciscans responded in 1577
by sending seventeen friars to. the
Philippines.  Four years later two
Jesuits went out; snd then the Do-
minicans followed, in 1587, and
thirteen years subsequently the Dis-
caloed Augustinians joined the
missionaries who where already in
the islaods.  Father Jones makes
the significant statement that never
before the present time did the Fili-

pinos array fthemselves in hostilitiy

missionparies and appreciated their
good servioes, which, says the Aug-
ustinian, 'accomplished results that
should silence the culmingtors of the
orders, For, adds he, “through
their agency Spain has done for the
Philippines in the work of ociviliza-
tiod what England, with ber boasted

vaunted enlightment, have failed to
do in India undey mgre congenisl
smroundings.”
