The ostrich, because of its resem­

The choice “ostrich feathers" are 
found only in the wings; the undress- 
d feathers vary in price, having been 
s low as twenty-five dollars per 

• ound and as high as three hundred 
lollars, and there are from severity 
‘o ninety feathers in a pound. A 
:ingle bird rarely furnishes more 
than a dozen fine feathers, and the 
pfrcls themselves, it fine ones, are 
valued at one thousand, dollars per 
pair.

Motoring Comes
in England.

Driving a high-powered motor car 
in Englahd is now an expensive 
amusement, tor under the new finance 
act, which has recently gone Into ef­
fect, a license for a oar of more than 
sixty horse-power costs $210. By the 
new law the charge for licenses is 
graded According to horse-power, as is 
the practice in Massachusetts, but the 
Massification is more detailed, and the 
charges much higher than here. The 
new English license rates are as fol­
lows:

Motor cycle or tricycle, $5; motor 
cars undbr 6t4 horse-power, $10.50; 6% 
to J2 horse-power, $17.75; 12 to 16 
horse-power, $21; 16 to 26 horse-pow- 
rr. $31.50; 27 to 33 horse-power, $42; 
33 to 40 horse-power,1 $52.50i 40 to 60 
horse-powèf. $105; over 60 horse-pow­
er. $210. Although this law has been 
in effect only a few weeks it has re­
sulted in anincreased demand for low- 
powered cars, and it is reported that 
many high-powered machines have 
been put on the market at very low 
prices. The old system of licensing 
was graded according to the weight 
of cars, the price for a car not ex­
ceeding one ton in weight beipg $10.- 
50 and for a car from one to two tons 
in weight being $21.

The net proceeds of the automobile 
licenses, which it is estimated will be 
large, will be applied, together with 
the gasolene (lutieB, tor road im­
provement. Medical practitioners 
who keep motor cars tor use In con­
nection with their profession are en­
titled to a reduction of .one-half of 
the license fees.
