secure the largest possible Endow-
ment Fund which will go' towards
equalizing” the present exceéssive cost
of Brajlle books.

How' excessive this cost is may be
judged from one example,
that a book of the length of “Ivan-
hoe” required an expenditure of £45
upon plates from ‘which to print it,
and thed costs 19.6 per copy to pro-
duce.

It seems, however, quite probable
