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tUS HOLINESS

PASSES AWAY.
While the nations of Europe are en­

gaged in the throes of a conflict that 
promises to surpass in magnitude 
anything yet recorded in history, the 
news of the death of His Holiness 
Pope Pius X comes flashing from cop- 

/ tinent to continent, conveying to the 
world the information of the loss of a 
great man, and to the Roman Catholic 
Church that of their. Supreme Ruler.

For a short time pa'st His Holiness 
had been ailing, and it is quite safe 
to assume that the heart of this great 
rtian who was such an advocate of 
peace, was deeply moved by the seri­
ousness of the present struggle 
amongst the nations, which did not 
tend to improve his condition.

At 1.45 a.m. to-day came the sad in­
telligence. “The Pope is dead.” His 
Holiness Pius X was in many respects 
a striking contrast to his predecessor, 
Leo Xlfl. who was not only a great 
Pope, but a great statesman as well, 
a scholar, held in reverence by the 
whole world. Pope Pins too was a 
scholar and a leader, but unlike his 
predecessor was one of the people 
having sprung from lowly parentage!

Pius X, Giuseppe Melchiorre Sarto, 
was born on June 2nd. 1835, at 6iese. 
Province of Treviso, in Venice. His 
parents were Giovanni Battista Sarto 
and Margarita (nee Sanson), the form­
er a postman, died in 1852, but his 
mother lived to see her son made a 
cardinal. :

His early education in Latin was 
received from the arch priest of his 
town, who gave him private lessons. 
Later he studied for four years at the 
gymnasium pf Castelfrenco Veneto, 
walking to and fro every day.

In 1850 he received the tonsure 
from the. Bishop of Treviso, and was 
given a scholarship of the Diocese of 
Treviso in the seminary of Padua, 
where he finished his classical, philo­

sophical and theological studies with 
distinction. He was os-dained in 1853:, 
and for nine years was chaplain to the_ 
pastor at Tamboto where he had to 
assume the duties of the parish owing 
to the pastor being Invalided, while 
laboring assiduously in thp care of his 
flock he was perfecting his knowledge 
of theology, besides conducting night 
classes for adults. He was named 
arch-priest of Salzano in 1867. and 
during his ministrations in that of­
fice. he restored the church, enlarged 
the hospital, and shewed his great 
solicitude for the religions instruct­
ion of adults. In 1875 has was made 
a canon of the Cathedral of Treviso, 
and as such filled various offices, be­
ing spiritual director of, and rector 
of the seminary, examiner of the 
clergy, and vicar-general. On the

death of Bishop Zanelli in 1878 he was 
elected vicar-capitular. In 1884 he 
was appointed Bishop of Mantua, and 
during his bishopric tie taught dogma­
tic theology at the seminary for sever­
al years. Hé cultivated the Gregorian 
Chant in company with the Semin 
arians. The temporal administration 
of his see imposed great sacrifices up­
on him, and in 1887 he held a diocesan 
synod, and by his attendance at the 
confessional gave the example of 
pastoral zeal.

In ES93 1*0 XIII created him a 
cardinal under the title of San Ber­
nardo Aile Terne at the secret con­
sistory, and three days later he was 
recognized Patriarch of Venice, re­
taining meanwhile the title Apostolic 
Administrator of Mantua. Cardinal 
Sarto was obliged to wait eighteen 
month's before taking possession of 
his new diocese because the Italian 
government refused ’ its exequatur, 
claiming the rigtit of nomination as it 
had been exercised by the Emperor of 
Austria. This opposition was not 
raised because of any personal Ob­
jection to Cardinal Sarto. The Inter­
national Eucharistic Congress of 1897., 
the centenary of St. Gerard Sagredo 
in 1900, the blessing of the corner 
stone of the new belfry of St Mark’s, 
and also of the commemorative chap­
el of Mt. Grappa in 1901 were events 
that left a mark on him and his peo­
ple.

After the death of Leo XIII the 
cardinals entered into conclave, as is 
the custom Upon the death of a Pon­
tiff. and after balloting Giuseppe Sar­
to was elected on August 4th. 1903 by 
a vote of 55 out of a possible 60. His 
coronation took place on Sunday. 
August 9th, 1903.

In his first Encyclical the new Pope 
showed his great zeal for the direct 
interests of the church. His efforts 
were at all times directed to the pro­
motion of piety among his flock. He 
was familiarly called the “Children’s 
Pope," because of his recommending 
that the first Communion of children 
should not be deferred too long after 
they had reached the age of discre­
tion.

During the whole of the reign of 
this illustrious Pontiff, the Roman 
Catholic Church has seen great practi­
cal and lasting results in the inter­
ests of doctrine and discipline. The 
whole world has recognized his apos­
tolic spirit, his strength of character 
and has looked upon him as an hum­
ble and devout follower of the Prince 
of Peace. Naturally the world, ir­
respective- of race or creed, will re­
gret the passing of such a great man 
as Pius X.

Some of them who entered the 
sick room described the impressive 
and heartrending scenes, especially 
when the Pontiff, rousing himself from 
time to time, spoke. Once he said:
In ancient time the Pope by a word 

might have stayed the slaughter, but 
now he is impotent.”
