CARPENTIER KNOCKED DOWN

Fonr Times In 10th Round, Makes
Valiant Endeavor.

Tunney Wins In 15th, With Carpen-
ter, Writhing In Pain, Claiming
Foul.

NEW YORK, July 25—Georges C4r-
pentier, (173 1bs.), won the plaudits
of the crowd of 40,000 people at the
Polo Grounds last night as he left the
ring, after Gene Tunney, (173 1-4),
the United States champion, had heen
declared the winner in the 15th round,
scoring a technical knockout.

Carpentier got the crowd with him

after the tenth round,-in which he

was knocked down four times, but
gamely came back and carried the

'fighting.

Carpentier made one of the gamest
and Iost valiant endeavors ever made
by a fighter to combat a superior foe.

:Knocked down four times in that hec-

tic tenth round, battered into virtual
submission by an attack which threat-
ened to break t.he very ribs which
shaped his tottering frame, Carpen-
tier stood up to Hisi punishment as
only a game man caty “displaying the
white flag of defeat only after a blow,
which he alleged ‘was fowl, doubled
him to the flioor in writhm& aam and
made further participation impossible.
The goddess of victory never once
smiled upon the plucky brow of Car-
pentier during these 14 furious rounds
of milling. Yet, even in the face of
certa’n defeat,
ing on intent upon making his last en-
deavor one to be remdembered.

At the opening of the tenth Tunney
knncked Carpentier to the floor -with
a right. He was up at the count of
six. He went down again for a sim-

blow but was up at one. The
I'renchman appeared unable to de-
frnd himself and Tunney was trying
frantically for a knockout. He show-
ered him with rights and lefts. The
referee attempted to stop the fight but
Carpentier brushed him back and flew
at Tunney. They mixed it furiously.
The Frenchman was punch-drunk, but
he kept boring in. A right dropped
but he was up -at
the count of eight. Carpent’er fell-to
the floor as the bell sounded. The
crowd cheered Carpentier as he went
to his corner.

In round eleven Tunney staggered
Carpentier with a left and followed
it with a right. His left to the body
forced Carpentier to hang on. .Car-

and then Tunney rushed Carpentier to
a corner with a left to the head. Car-

pentier stumbled ‘to the floor but was

up immediately.

Tunney rushed Carpentier at the op-
ening of the 14th, but the Frenchman
ducked and lifted Tunney clear of the
floor, swinging him round in mid-air.

. Carpentier’s . mouth was bleeding.
Tunney landed to Carpentier’s body,
and the Frenchman yelled foul. His
seconds dragged him to his corner
as the bell rang. Descamps, Carpen-
ter’s manager, attempted to argue
with the referee, but Griffin ruled the
blow legal.

!+ Carpentier, doubled up from appar-
ent pain, came up for the 15th, and
attempted to renew the battle from a
semi-crouched  position. He xropeg
around the ring, attempting to find
Tunney.

Referee Griffin waved Tunney to
his corner with the idea of stopping
the match. Carpenter rolled to the
floor of the ring unable to stand.

The ringside was a bedlam of con-
fusion. Handlers of both fighters
rushed into the ring. Descamps, with
arms waving, rushed to the referee,
yelling “Foul! Foul!” Grifin waved
him away, while Joe Humphries, of-
iﬁcial announcer, lifted Tunney’s a
liu token of victory, terminating the
| match after fourteen sgeconds of the
fifteen round, in vhlch not a blow
was struck:

Many of the spectators thought the
! blow which {érminated 1Le fight, was

: cheered Carpentier to the echo as the
EFrenchman left the ring.

Carpentier rushed Tinney ir the
firest rcund omd pe)p-red him \win
lightning blows. Trnaney however
scored in the infighting ,and near the
end got over a hard right to the
Frencpma,n's jaw, and Carpentier held
on. Tunney beat Carpentier to the
punch in the second, and cut the
Frenchman’s right eye. Both clinched
considerably in the third, and Car-
pentier reeled when. Tunney’s vright
caught him on the jaw when he was
off his balance. :

Carperntier got over the hest blow
of the fight in ‘the fourth round, a
terrific right to Tunney’s head, which
spun the United: States champion half
way aronnd. He .erossed with his
left to Tunney’s head, but Tunney
came back with-a stiff right that for-
ced Carpentier to back away.
