expected from Canada and Australia 
just now, owing to the elections, but 
it ia confidently, believed that New 
Zealand will sign the- pact while- the 
attitude ot South Africa is regarded 
as highly doubtful. Opponents of the 
pact are emphasizing the fact that 
the Dominions do not realjee.how the 
Pact affects them, and that when they 
do they will have a great deal to say. 
They assert also that Canada cannot 
escape the Pact, even if she wishes to.

I be most difficult to keep Canada out.

“We are not troubling just now 
! about war, or the possibilities of war,” 
j said a Foreign Office head, “since we 
I know that if war breaks out Canada 
will make her decision as she did in 
the last war, and since we only go to 
war in case of clàar and violent break­
ing of the Pact there will never be the 
slightest doubt who Is the aggressor.” :

“We would like to see Canada sign 
the Pact, but we do not think she 
need have the slightest fear about the j 
obligations she will have to assume ; 
for a single moment, and we will eer- j 
tainly take an early opportunity of 
explaining this fully to her. Yet the 
decision rests entirely with her and 
she is fully cognizant of our wishes 
in the matter."

Meanwhile, there is much specula­
tion here as to whether, when the 
Pact is ratified, Britain will have to 
proceed to make military prepara­
tions for either France or Germany, 
or for both, in case of aggression that 
leads to open hostilities. This, of 
bourse, is pure speculation at present 
since th.6- chief concern of the Govern­
ment now is to proceed towards dis­
