Shortly after 12, noon, the township Clerk 
called the meeting to order, and stated 
that he was prepared to receive nomina­
tions. In the absence of the Reeve and 
Deputy Reeve, it was suggested that the 
proceedings be delayed for a short time.

Mr Alex Smith then stated that Mr W 
Leslie did not intend to be present, but 
would act as Reeve again if elected to fill 
that position. The nomination were then 
proceeded with.

Mr Thos Ingram proposed Wm Leslie, 
Esq., for Reeve. Mr Donald Grant pro­
posed D. Stirton, Esq., for Reeve. The 
following gentlemen were nominated for 
the office of Deputy Reeve : Messrs Robt.

The nominations being ended, a sugges­
tion was made that, as the present year 
had been one of a somewhat extraordinary 
character in regard to the Municipal af­
fairs of the township, it would be very de­
sirable to hear the views of the old Coun­
cillors present.

Mr Duncan McFarlane gave a length­
ened explanation of the proceedings of the 
Council in connection with the erection 
of tho Town Hall. He contended that the 
Council had honestly endeavored to carry 
out the wishes of the people as expressed 
by a public meeting of the ratepayers, 
and although a portion of the people were 
dissatisfied, yot he believed the township 
as a whole would bo much henefitted by 
tho erection of the Hall. Mr McFarlane 
also defended his course in regard to the 
By-law tor alteration of the boundaries of 
certain School Sections.

Tho other Councillors present declined 
to make any remarks. Mr Stirton was 
called upon to address the meeting. He 
stated that it was with the utmost reluc­
tance he appeared before tho meeting as 
a candidate for municipal honors—but ho 
had been repeatedly urged by many of 
the leading men of the township to forego 
any objection that he might have and 
lend his influence and assistance in at­
tempting to reconcile the unfortunate dif­
ferences that existed between one section 
of the township and another. He stated 
that he was not there to say which party 
was right, hut believed that in the height 
of excitement and passion much had been 
said and done that would have been bet­
ter omitted. But as he was considered to 
he the best medium to effect a reconcilia­
tion, he was quite willing to make the at­
tempt, and trusted that before another 
nomination day had come round they 
would all again become one happy fan*My 
as in the past. Mr Stirton’also alluded 
to the rapid increase in taxation, particu­
larly in regard to the county expenditure,

School Examination In Garafraxa.
The annual examination of the school

The Freneh Government is seriously

London, Dec. 24. noon.—The Fenians 
are stilLactive. Tlie newest sensation is 
the effort mode last evening to destroy 
the Gas Works at Glasgow. Attempts 
had been made in the night before to 
destroy the Gas Works at Warlngton, 
near Liverpool. In both cases the efforts 
were unsuccessful. The authorities in 
those cities are doubly watchful, and no 
further trouble is apprehended. Des­
patches from various parts of the King­
dom report everything quiet to-day.

London, Dec. 24.—At a banquet given 
at the Royal Polytechnic, on Saturday 
night last, in a reply a congratulory des­
patch from the Duke of Wellington, » 
felicitous telegram from the President 
of the United States was read amidst 
great enthusiasm. Not a little oftiiq, in­
terest attached to these despatches grows 
out of their rapid transmission.

The reply occupied twenty-nino min­
utes in actual transmission. On tho same 
evening a message of twenty-two words 
was started from tho Polytechnic for 
Heart’s Content at exactly 9 p. m. and at 
ten minutes past nine the reply of twenty- 
four words was delivered.

London Dec. 24.—The accounts re­
ceived at Massoway of the condition and 
progress of the British expedition in 
Abssinia are all favourable. The army 
was ^ 'adily advancing into the interior. 
Up to date of the latest despatches they 
had met with no opposition ; but on the

Koomuglee to within five miles by road 
from Senafee, a distance of 41 miles. 
There were some very bad (daces in one 
part, but the road has been made by the 
sappers easy for passage of * .va'ry, in­
fantry, mules end camels, and it will, I 
think, prove the chief line of route, as 
leading at once to a good position on the 
Hghlands of Abyssinia in the direction 
we have to go, and to a spot within easy 
reach. Tc-morrow wo start up the 
Haddes to examine that, to as near as we 
can get to Tekonsa, without actually en- 
tei : ng it, or compromising the inhabitants 
by opèning communications with them. 
Sir 11. Napier’s excellent proclamation 
was sent out on the 6th inst., and I hope 
for the best results from it. Directly the 
ruler of Tigre, now Prince Cassai, a rebel 
against Th-odor us, shows he intends act­
ing iu a friendly manner towards us, 
there will be no impropriety in visiting 
both Teconda and Senafee ; but until he 
does it would not be just to the people of 
these places to make them run the risk 
of encountering his displeasure before we 
are in a position to protect them. I have
