ted to rebuild the said bridges.

And whereas lor paying the interest 
and creating an annual sinking fond for 
the payment of tbe principal of the said 
sum ot twenty thoutand dollars It will 
require an equal annual special rate of 
one-fourth of a mill in tbe dollar to be le­
vied in addition to all other latee.

And whereas the amount of the exist­
ing debt of the Corporation of the Conn 
ty of Wellington U for principal the sum 
of $99,649.00, and for interest the sum 
of $80,680.82.

And whereas there is no Interest in ar-
rear.

And whereas tbe Corporation of th 
County of Wellington bath not in thl 
municipal year contracted any debts or 
loans over and above the enm required 
for its ordinary expenditure which, inclu­
ding the said sum of twenty thousand 
dollars, exceed twenty thousand dollars.

And whereas a copy of this by-law 
bath been duly published according to 
law, Therefore the Corporation of the 
Connty ot Wellington, In pursuance of 
the powers in it in that behalf vested, 
and by the Council thereof enacts as fol­
lows : That the Warden ot the said 
Connty for the time being, be, and he is 
hereby authorized, empowered, and re­
quired for the purposes aforesaid, to issue 
in due f6rm of law the sum of twenty 
thousand dollars in debentures of the 
said Corporation of the said i canty in 
sums of not less than one hundred dol­
lars each, payable in twelve years at far­
thest from the day on which this by-law 
is appointed to take effect, at the < ffice 
of tie Treasurer of the said County, and 
that every such debenture aiiall bear in­
terest at the rate of six percent.per 
annum from the date qf its issue, payable 
half yearly at tlesaid cificé, and shall be 
signed by the Warden, and countersign­
ed by the Treasurer for tbe time being 
of the said County, and shall have at­
tached thereto coupons for the payment 
of said interest, which debentures the 
Warden is hereby authorized to negoti- 
ite and dispose of.

AND BE IT ENACTED the*, for the 
puxpcee ot loaning a sinking land for 
the payment of said debentures and in­
terest, an equal special rate of one-fourth 
of a mill in the dollar in addition to all 
other rates be raised, levied, and collect­
ed in each year upon all rateable proper­
ty in the said county during the contin­
uance of the said debentures.

AND MB IT ENACTED that, the pro- 
ceeds of the said debentures shall be ap­
plied and apportioned to the several pur­
poses hereinbefore mentioned, and in the 
amounts and proportion aforesaid, the 
grants of the said local municipalities to 
be paid to the Treasurers thereof respec­
tively, to be applied by them strictly to 
the purposes aforesaid, and an account of 
such application to be returned by each 
Reeve "to the Council of tbe?aid County, 
at the next December Session of this 
Council.

No person lending money upon or pur­
chasing said Debentures shall be bound 
to see to the application of the proceeds 
thereof.

AND BE IT ENACTED that, this By 
law shall take effet4, upon, fnm and af­
ter the first day of October, la the year 
of our Lord one thousand eight hundred 
and seventy-two.
