The Beet Sugar Industry.

Sir,—I was present at the meeting 
In the council chamber recently in 
connection with the. hoped for beet 
sugar industry. It seemed to me to 
be another instance of put'ing the 
cart before the horse. Why waste 
time with talking about the matter, 
and enlarging on the wonderful bene 
fit it will be to the town and district? 
All the talk in the world will not bring 
the industry. The industry will 
come of itself if the beets are right. 
But the beets will be right only if

they are properly cultivated, and 
they can only be properly cultivated 
if the farmers understand the proper 
w»y of setting to work. The corres­
pondent in Scotland suggested that 
five men should act as a sort of 
advisory and inspecting committee to 
look after the farmers. I had the 
audacity to enquire whether there 
were five m<-n in the town so 
thoroughly qualified, or who even 
thought themselves sufficiently quali­
fied «s to fill the bill; and I, therefore, 
suggested that it would be advisable 
to get some properly qualified person, 
say from the Agricultural College, 
Guelph, to do what was necessary. 
My question was answered by the 
chairman, who said that the printed 
instructions issued would suftic ; my 
suggestion was ignored except by Mr. 
Ashbaugh, who made a similar one. 
We were, however, rep.-atediy 
sured that the farmers in this district 
were exceptionally able men who 
would be able to apprehend without 
trouble or possibility of misunder­
standing or mistake the printed 
instructions that would be issued, and 
whose experience iu the growing of 
carrots, turnips «ud mangolds 
specially fitted them fora work which j 
requires such knowledge and care as 
that of giowing sagar beets, ami on 
the proper production of which so 
much is to depend. I was, however, 
not convinced by this logic, and am 
still of the opinion that it w ill be 
advisable either to engage an expert 
for the first season, or to send some 
intelligent local man to get thorough­
ly posted on the subject either at 
Guelph or in Michigan, where the 
Industry is already a proved success 
The latter course is probably the pre­
ferable one, as the man would be 
always here to act as an adviser at 
all Limes As the town is to pay 
these preliminary expenses, it seems 
to me to be pursuing a penny wise 
and pound foolish policy to hesitate in 
such a matter.

On the Way to South Africa.

We received the following letter a 
few days ago from Mr. W. R. Hare, 
dated Jan. 29th, on board the Laur- 
tian:

We will be calling at Cape Verde 
on Wednesday if all goes well, after 
having sailed ‘2,500 knots. At noon 
today we hid to our credit 2,139 
knots, aud it is getting a little tire­
some. Just think, all you can hear 
is the continual throb of the engine*, 
and that both night aud day. We 
have had some grand weather after 
the first day and a half. The weather 
has not been too warm, not more than 
about 70 degrees yet, aud it con­
tinues the same, and the ocean is 
perfectly calm. Uur horses are not 
doing as well as we would have liked. 
One horse went overboard this morn 
ing, making fourteen so far, and a 
couple mure cannot ,ive many days. 
There are a lot of fine fellows in this 
contingent, but some ot them are 
getting weak-kneed already. I don’t 
know how some people are brought 
up, for the sweariug sometimes is 
simply fearful, and by some of the 
youngest boys Youn* McKenzie, 
who was connected with the Molsous 
bank at Aylmer a short time ago, is 
here with E Battery, which is made 
up from Quebec, Woodstock and 
Newcastle, New Brunswick. Wo 
have a young English minister by 
the name of Cox on board, and we 
have service every day ; yesterday 
three times, and the singing was 
good. We have a goodly number of 
singers on board, and quite a number 
who play instruments, and at night 
hey all assemble on vhe deck and 
have quite a concert. Y«#u can hear 
“Rule Britannia,” “ Soldiers of the 
Queen,” “The Maple Leaf,”&c. After 
all the singing some one inside started 
“Home,Sweet Home,” which was sung 
with a good deal of feeling I have 
enjoyed it so far, but will be glad 
when we get on laud again chasing 
the Boers Ha ! lia ! We passed a 
ship yesterday that had been 150 days 
out and did not know of the war. Am 
not going to inflict any more on you 
this time. Will write again when I 
get to the Cape. Will be looking for 
a few papers when I get there. Have 
not heard anything from Aylmer 
since I left. Would like to see Tub 
Express this week. Address me,
