Shameful Revelations.
Before Friday night’s sitting of the Lords 

the highest vote recorded in the Upper 
House was 375. This was given on the 
question of repealing the Corn Laws in 
1846, and included the proxies of absent 
members. The attendance and vote on 
Friday evening, therefore, was quite be­
yond precedent. Many of the peers who 
came to Lown to vote against the bill had 
never seen the interior of the House before, 
and 50 were obliged to sign the roll for the 
first time before voting. To render the 
duty of attendance less irksome, some 5b 
or 60 peers loafed in the refreshment am 
smoking rooms during the debate. Several, 
finding the cuisine in the House restaurant 
unsuited to their tastes, had their own 
cooks, wines and meats brought in for the 
occasion. One peer gave a dinner prepared 
by his own chef, served on his own plate, 
by his own servants. In neither its public 
nor its private aspects did the House reveal 
any characteristics likely to strengthen its 
chances of a long existence.

Wife Let Him Kill Himself.
Francis Adams, an author of English 

fame, who had long suffered from consump- 
tion, bad a hemorrhage Monday last. Hiswife 
was about to take him out in a bath chair 
when he had a violent attack, lost much blood, 
andsaid: “I am choking; it isfinished," then 
got up, tottered to a bureau, took a pistol 
and fell upon the bed. The wife said:

"Not that, dearie.”
He exclaimed: "If you love me you’ll let 

me.”
At the inquest the widow said to the jury;
"I let him and removed his false teeth at 

his requ st. I could have prevented him, 
but 1 should have considered myself a con­
temptible coward if 1 had done so when 
things were as they were."

There was testimony to show that he 
could not have lived many minutes longer 
even had he not shot himself. He and his 
wife were devoted to each other. In its ver- 
diet the jury expressed regret that the wife 
had not prevented the suicide.

Noisome Westminster.
There is substantial ground for the scare 

at the House of Commons caused by the 
suspicious death of one of the attendants. 
The Palace of Westminster is built on a 
swamp. The drains run at so low a level 
that there is no fall. Immense sums have 
been expended in improving the sanitation. 
Two years ago $300,000 was paid for a new 
drainage arrangement without any better- 
ment. The influenza epidemic caused more 
havoc at Westminster than in any other 
public building, and recently there were 
two deaths within a week among attend­
ants from malignant diphtheria. Several 
members have left since the suspected 
cholera death, and others are being urged 
by their families to leave. Mr. Chamber- 
lain is using all his influence to keep his 
followers in attendance, as he wants to 
compel the Government to adopt closure to 
complete the supply. It is believed, how- 
ever, that the members will not return this 
week in any number.

Justin McCarthy to Marry.

Justin McCarthy is about to marry a sister 
of one of the well-known Queen’s consul, a 
widow of mature years, though much 
younger than the Irish leader. Mr. Mc­
Carthy has been a widower more than 
thirteen years, and, being an admirer of 
women, this is not the first time ho has 
been credited with contemplating a second 
marriage. His daughter is about to marry. 
His son married some months ago on 
Actress Miss Jenoure. Mr. McC arthy has 
not been in robust health of late. Though 
his books have had a large sale and he has 
labored all his life in daily newspaper 
work, he has not accumulated a fortune.
