without first securing abundant reli­
able information, Dr. Campbell said 
the city had been dallying with the 
sewage matter for the last ten years, 
and there was an inclination on the 
part of some to dally with it a little 
longer. The doctor had every reason 
to believe that the Legislature put 
the time limit—Sept. 5—in the act. in 
order that there might be no further 
delay on the city’s part, and that 
they might see whether or not the 
city was really anxious to come to 
time. “The writer of the letter thinks 
I am a hobby rider.” said the speaker, 
“but I think it is hardly fair to make 
this statement, when I have repeat­
edly said this is not my hobby. I 
have nothing to do with it. 1 did 
not bring it before the Board of 
Health: neither did the Mayor. The 
writer also says I was a hobby rider 
when I was on the Board of Educa­
tion, simply because I wanted graded 
schools. Why did I want them? Be­
cause with them children could take 
a full course without going to a cen­
tral school. And we got them.’’ Dr. 
Campbell further explained that the 
proposed system would provide pro­
per drainage—it would carry off all 
sewage and rainfall. It was plenty 
large enough, as it could carry off 
1.280 cubic feet a minute, or 11,520.000 
cubic feet a day, or over eleven times 
as much as the city has at present.

Mr. John Boyd asked Dr. Campbell 
how the sewage farm was to be 
worked in winter.

“I would ask Mr. Boyd if he has 
ever been out to the lunatic asylum,” 
said Dr. Campbell, and the audience 
misinterpreted the meaning of the 
doctor’s remarks, and caused a gen­
eral laugh.

"I do not moan that offensively.” 
said Dr. Campbell. He said the only 
answer he could give was that the 
asylum farm was operated as suc­
cessfully in winter as in summer.

Mayor Little was the next speaker, 
and he devoted most of his time 
showing that the Council and Board 
of Health had not hurried on the 
issue, and that the proposed sewers 
would be large enough to serve until 

►the city was 100.000 or more in popu­
lation. His Worship dealt with the 
question of cost, and went on to say 
that there were some who had ob­
jections to the scheme. The majority 
of those who complained were chronic 
kickers. “I have been here twenty 
years," said the Mayor, “and there 
has not been a single scheme brought 
forward for the advancement of the 
city but what has been fought by 
this coterie.
