Ina very short sime,
however, all the papers will' be presented to
parliament, and we shall - soon  know what
the prospects are for rounding off the con-
federation by adding another “Gateway” to
our great House of the Dominion.

TOBACCO FACTORY BURNED,

MoxTREAL, April 25.—(Speohl)—8hortly
after 6 o’clock this evening flames were dis-
covered in Macdonald’s tobacco factory, the
largest of its kind in Canada, oovering
several acree of ground.on Qntario street in
Hochelaga, a suburb‘of this oity. [The fire,

which started in the main bullding, ‘made
rapid progress and in a short time the whole
upper portion of the building was in. flames.
The place was crowded with employes, in-
cluding & large number of girls who were

finishing - their day’s work and pre- | $30

paring  to leave for their homes,
Many of them had to jomp  from
the upper floors vo save their lives, and sev-
eral were removed to the hospital badly in-
jured. The firemen seemed powerless and
as the fire is 8 ill burning it looks as if the
whole factory and adjoining property will be
destroyed. - The loss already reaches three-
quarters of a million of dollare and there is
no insurance. The factory is the property
of W. C. Macdonald Tobacco Co., Mr. Mac-
donald heing the tobaoco king of Canada.
No one was killed -outright or burned to
death; but many will die. A number of
people whose names could not be ascertained
to-night sustained loss and serious injuries.
