Russians Should Have Bee
Able to 8ee That Boats

Firing Wes Kept l)p for Fifteen

The report of Thomas Carr, “admir-
al” of ghe North Sea fishing fleet,
dated “The North Sea, October 22nd,”
was received tonight as follows:
