Pacific Coast Chinese Reform 
Associations Present Petition 

to Commission.

Seattle, March 2—(Special)—Before 
the imperial high Chinese commission­
ers left Seattle, a petition signed 
by the Chinese reform societies of 
Portland. Seattle and Vancouver was 
presented to them, asking for the 
abdication of the Empress Dow­
ager and the restoration of the 
throne to the Emperor. The commis­
sioners promised to submit the petition 
to the Empress, probably rendering it 
upon their return to China. in the 
petition the fact is recited that the 
Emperor has reached a mature age 
and is competent to rule over his 
people.

A cargo inspection bureau will in all 
probability be established in the near 
future by the Panifie Coast Lumber 
Manufacturers’ Association.

The Prize Fighter's Death
San Francisco, March 2—(Special)— 

Three theories have been advanced in 
explanation of the death of Harry 
Tennybaum, better known as Tenny, 
the prize fighter who died in a Grant 
avenue bath house yesterday, nine 
hours after a gruelling battle with 
Frankie Nell. The dead boy’s rela­
tives charge that he was poisoned; his 
trainers think he died of epilepsy, and 
Autopsy Surgeon Kucich declares that 
death was due to hemorrhage of the 
brain, the direct result of a blow or 
fall. Many who were near the corner 
of Harry Tenny during his fight with 
Frankie Neil heard him say that he 
was “all in" and wanted to quit in the 
tenth round, but his seconds were 
heard to urge him on, telling him he 
would win and that his opponent was 
tiring. It was learned that Tenny’s 
seconds had a pool together, in which 
they placed something like $700 as a 
bet on the outcome.

San Francisco, March 2.—It devel­
oped here last night that a San Fran­
cisco mystery of two years ago has 
been touched upon in the confession 
made by Harry Orchard, now Impris­
oned at .Boise, Idaho, on the charge of 
having murdered - former Governor 
Steunenberg. According to Orchard a 
confession as recorded here, the inner 
circle of the Western Federation of 
Miners plotted the assassination of 
every prominent man connected with 
the Coeur d’Alene strike, and one ot 
the attempts to commit murder took 
place In this city. In 1904 Frederick 
W. Bradley, superintendent of the 
Bunker Hill and Sullivan mines, was 
living here. On the morning ot No­
vember 17 Bradley opened his front 
door to step into the street on the way 
to his office. As he was opening the 
door he Ignited a match to light a cigar. 
Instantly a terrific explosion followed. 
Bradley was hurled into the street, 
badly bruised and burned. He was 
so severely hurt that for a time it 
was feared that he would die. A gas 
grate had been leaking in his flat, and 
the only plausible theory advanced at 
the time was that the explosion was 
due to the accumulation of gas, which 
became ignited by the lighted match.

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GAME LAWS OF B. C.

Interesting Article in February Issue of 
“Rod end Gun In Canada.”

In the February number of Bod and 
Gun in ’ auada, a number, by the way, 
that to unusually interesting and instruc­
tive, Mr. Chester R. Hoag, of Newark, N. 
J., writes: “I spent nearly three months 
in British Columbia this fall, and through 
the lack of the game laws being enforced 
—they allowing the Indians from the out­
side, and the Indians living in their own 
Country to slaughter the game at will—1 
was unable to procure the game that I 
should. In fact, they might as well not 
have any laws at all, and there would be 
no need of anyone paying a license to hunt 
in that country if they did not wish to do 
so.

“I outfitted at Golden, paid my license 
fee, and went down through the Kootenay 
valley. I learned of other parties going 
through, whom I do not believe paid any 
license fee, and of several parties of In­
dians who were killing game in quantities, 
and was told that one Indian had killed 
eighteen deer in two days In one place. 
I saw signs where they had killed numer­
ous elk, sheep and other game. If this 
is continued It will not make the country 
very attractive for sportsmen after a short 
time, and will soon drive or kill off all the 
game in the country.”

The editor of Rod and Gun continues 
thus:

“We are exceedingly sorry to read this 
report, coming as It does from a responsi­
ble gentleman, and not an anonymous cor­
respondent. We were under the impres­
sion that the game laws of British Colum­
bia were faiçly well enforced, and particu­
larly In the district mentioned by Mr. 
Hoag. Of course we are aware that in 
the North, and certain parts of the West, 
up to the present time quite unexplored, 
nothing like enforcement can even be at­
tempted. The moral force of the existence 
of these laws must, for the present, be 
allowed to do the work.

“The Indian diiticulty is one we have 
ever with us, and is by no means confined’ 
to British Columbia. Readers of Rod and 
Gun will find articles In the present and 
Subsequent numbers dealing with this sub­
ject, and as the sportsmen of the world 
realize the attractions of Canada we may 
liope that in the Increased call for their 
services as guides, and even as game pro­
tectors, the difficulty will largely solve it­
self. Exceptions will be omitted from 
the laws, and the Indians made to obey 
them as well as «tne whites. This change 
iviii have to be brought about gradua'ly. 
The legislature of British Columbia will 
probably have the whole subject under 
their consideration In the forthcoming 
sion.”

Mobile, Ala., March 2.—A long dis­
tance telephone message_to the “item’ 
from Meridian, Miss., says a cyclone, 
accompanied by heavy rain, struck that 
city this evening at 6:30 o’clock. The 
storm centre was in tlie southern por­
tion of the city, and particularly heavy 
along Front street, one of the nrincipal 
streets or une town, 
house on Front street is reported to 
have been demolished. The Armour 
Packing plant from which the message 
was sent is the only building left stand­
ing, and the roof of this is gone. Fire 
broke out in the ruins, and despite thj 
heavy rain the flames were burning 
fiercely when the report was sent. A 
number of bodies are said to bo in the 
ruins. The city is in total darkness, the 
lighting plant being put out of business. 
The cyclone did severe damage at oth­
er points adjacent to Meridian, and all 
trains from there are deloyed indefinite­
ly. The Western Union Telegraph 
pany reported having lost fifteen miles 
of wire, and the Postal Telegraph com­
pany also suffered great damage. The 
wires are down between Atlanta, Bir­
mingham, Memphis and other point; 
and it is impossible to secure communi­
cation with the stricken city.

A long distance message from J. I). 
Breaux service man of the Cumberland 
Telephone company at Meridian, Miss., 
gives these details of the cyclone: “Dur­
ing a heavy rcinstorm at 8:40 o’clock a 
storm cloud developed in the south and 
moved quickly over the city, striking 
Front street, the business centre with 
full force. The wind was probably 
blowing 75 miles an hour. The cyclone 
passed over in about two minutes, and 
during that period three or four whole 
squares were devastated. A conserva­
tive estimate places the number of 
buildings blown down at between thirty 
and forty. Among the heaviest losers 
are the Meyer and Neville Hardware 
company, Tom Lyle and company 
wholesale drygoods and grocers, Jos. H. 
Moore, wholesale drygoods and grocers 
and the New Orleans and North Eastern 
Railroad freight depot. The Mobile 
and Ohio ns well as tne Southern 
Hotels were Considerably Damaged.... 
The guests in the latter building es­
caped, however, and no one was injured. 
From the business centre, the cyclone 
jumped to. the east end where several 
residences were blown down and oth­
ers badly damaged. Mr. Breaux stat­
ed that ' the number of lives lost is 
smell, probably not more than three or 
four persons.

The lieutenant governor in council, by 
an order dated March 1st, 1906, has or­
dered that the territory comprised with­
in the Fernie electoral district shall be 
excepted from that part of the province 
declared to be unorganized within the 
meaning of the Game Protection Act, 
declaring that all that part of the prov­
ince not included in any municipality, 
except the Kamloope, Okanagan, Simil- 
kameen.
