St. John, calling attention to the act
which empowers the hospital authori-
ties to charge municipalities for the
up- keep of patients who are not
paid for by relatives. An account was
venclosed charging the town with the
up-keep of five persons at the rate of
$1.00 per week, and in the course of
discusgion it was pointed out that one
of the patients, Pettigrew, was charge-
able to the county, not the town. Af-

Councillor Luynam said if his mem-
ory served him right, that the couneil
had come out very strongly on this
matter, and instructions had been is-
sued that all orders had to be issued-
from the town clerk.

year, and since then many complaints
had been made td him. As a matter
of fact, Councillor Lunam said, if an
epidemic. of typhoid broke out' now,
he was not sure but what the people
conld have room for an action df dam-
ages against the town. This matter
should be looked into and be ready for
action in the spring, and whether it
‘came under the scope of the Board of
Health or the Town Council, it must
be attended to, as ‘t was most import-
ant for the health of the town. After
dis ion it was ar d that if the
Board of Health would not act, the
council would take steps to take it up.
