HAT GUITEAU IS ORASY

IS THE FIRM CONVICTION OF HIS
COUNSEL REED.
MR s
His Interview with the Prisoner—Guiteau’s
Wants & Couple of Days at the Jury—How
he Spends his Time in the Oell—Preparing
his Speech.

W ASHINGTON, Jan, 11,—Reed, associate
counsel for Guiteau, visited the prisoner to-
day, and said this evening : I was astound-
ed at his mental condition. I have never
before or since the trial began, seen him
alone, and never before felt such a firm con-
viction that the man is a lunatic. He re-
ceived me as a friend, and in discussing his
case there was mo occasion for dissimula-
tion, Yet I left him after a three hours
interview thoroughly persuaded, despite the
evidence of learned ex]'m'ts. that the man’s
reason is dethroned. ! pushed him with
questions almost to the verge of cruelty ;
I tried to depict the enormity of his crime;
and endeavored to reach his conseience, and
discover if he were alive to any feelings
of remorse ; if he ever dreamed of the act
or its attendant consequences ; but I could
not elicit a single expression that even the
most hardened criminals, if sane, might be
expected to give utberance to. He said
with the greatest earnestmess, ‘‘The Lord
will put words into your mouth with which
to convince the jury, and I shall be acquit-
ted. I have nomoney now, but I shall earn
a hundred thousand within a month after
this trial is over, and I will then give you
fifty thousand.” The smile which accom-
panied the remark was so unnatural that it
chilled me. .

When Reed entered the cell Guitean was
writing and had before him an ominous pile
of manuscript.

“Why, how long do you expect to speak?

“T can’t tell you.. A day or two and per-
haps more,”, replied Guiteau. He finally
agreed to conform to Reed’s ideas on the
subject of his speech, but still insists he
8! make the closing address to the jury.

] § SRR :
Looking to their Abrogation—Posttion of the
Government in the Matter.

BerLiN, Jan. 11.—In the reichstag fo-
day Windthorst introduced a motion abro-
gating the law forbidding the exercise of
ecclesiastical functiens without government
authorization. He said neither discretion-
ary power applied for by the government
in the July bill, nor the present lenient ap-
plication of the May laws sufficed to remove
the grievances of the Catholics. Kleistretz,
conservative, and Hobrecht, national liberal,
opposed the motion. Professor Virschrow,
progressist, supported it, and asked repre-
sentatives of the bundesrath to state their
views. ~Secretary of state for the interior,
Von Boetrischer, replied that the bunde-
srath must maintain an attitude of reserve.
The motion being for the abrogation of a
law the government could not constitt-
tionally approach the question until the
reichstag adopted a motion, If the em-
peror should assent to the introduction of
a measure, such as nobody last vear could
have anticipated, it shonld be received with
thanks and reverence. .

All the stations 4
between here and Montreal were town-plot-
ted and sold in lots at fabulous prices im
bygone days. These lots are now seld by
the acre as farming lands. Thirty-five
years ago Mr. Gordon Brown and ‘some
friends bought Deerpark for a large sum;
cut it up into lots and lost lots of money
thereby. Sandford Flemming ‘was also into
the paper town business on the Grand
Trunk west and lost many a dollar. Owen
Sound was onceé surveyed into about
ten thousand lots, nine-tenths of which
have gone back to farms. © When
the Great, Western was med
a big champagne feed was given at Hanis-
burg, hundreds of town lots were sold, and
the stumps of the trees are still standing
there. “In fact all through Ontario are to be
found traces of one-time paper towns. And
so it will be in Manitoba. Some of the
speculations will turn out well ; more will
be failures.. Next to air land is the most
plentiful thing in the northwest, and those
who want land should buy it in farms not
in lots of 50 x 132 feet.
