Statue of the Poet Burns Unveiled at
1 a A Beotch "

Loxpox, July 27.—Lord Rosebery yes-
terday officially unveiled the statue to
Robert Burns, the poet, which was re-
cently presented to the city of London by
Mr. Crawford, the -Scotch Creesus. The
sattue occupies a prominent site on the
Thames embankment, where ‘the cere-

monies took place. An enormous crowd
assembled, notwithstanding the inclement
weather. . Rain fellid torrents and Lord
Rosebery wag8bliged to deliver hi oration
protected by.a large umbrella hel aloft by
a friendly hand. The shelter afforded was
slight, however, and his lordship was com-
pletely drenched. He said that Robert
Burns' fame as a poet need hardly be
dwelt upon....It was world-wide, 1t" was
not his wonderful genius for verse making
which made him beloved of men so much
agthe fact that he was essentially & man of
the people, who kunew better than all others
how to express in his own inimitable way
the thoughts of hig fellow meg e now
lived not only in' the hearts of gcg&:hmen,
who naturaliy worshiped him, but he had
been enthroned in the hearts of all.
At the conclusion of Hord Rosebery’s
remarks the pipers of the Scoté Guard
struck up Auld Lang Syne. Around the
monument there was a temporary inclosure
to which admission .was by ticket. only.
This restriction highly incensed a number
of Seotch women, who gathered at the en-
trances and attempted to force their way
in. The police repulsed them with such
vigor that at one time : the- disturbance
threatened to created a panic, and nearly
amounted to riot.
' Lord Rosebery was frequently inter-
rupted, and when he bad fipished and was
passing through the crowd a Scotch woman
yelled: ¢Ye see yon kelpie.ca’ad a laird,”
wittily substituting ¢‘kelpi” for *‘birkie,”
on account, probably, of His lordship’s
saturated condition, They were guickly
joined by the outside mob, and proceeded
to sing Burn’s A Man’s a Man for &' That,
giving particular emphasis to the refrain :
