editor World: Our amiable: friend Mr. 

John Kemp, of the Bank of Commerce, says 
through yow; columns that it “tickles him 
like a straw” to hear persons not bankers eritf- 
oiling the “practical chap," in that railing. 
Being myself a practical chap who has seen 
and chared in the «fork of banking in ait in­
comparably wider epbere, with more varied 
features, and offering a more instructive -field 
of observation than banking can give in Can­
ada, I somewhat sympathize with my Falstaf- 
fian brother. But to ridicule the criticism of 
our banking laws and usages by persons not 

v engaged aa bankers is not wise. The bistory 
of Canadian banking for many years has been 

of disaster and shame, milliona having 
been waited o#ing to disregard for old world 
experience. In the bank Mr, Kemp la engaged 
I, when hie co-officer, warned the management 
of a certain practice which is a fruitful source 
of trouble Not being regarded as "a practi­
cal ohaiV being fresh in Canada, my words 
were not heeded, and the result waa in 
one instance that I had especially called 
attention to, a heavy lose. Other Canadian 
banks ill the bauds of practical chaps have 
made tremeudops losses the last twenty years, 
the vast bulk of them arising from impru- 
douces that have been condeiuned by writers 
on banking who are, or who were, not practi­
cal chaps. It fs worthy the attention of bank­
ers who resent criticisms by persons not in the 
trade, that the standard works; on finance and 
banking were written by petaons who were 
not bankers. Any bank officer who is not 

. familiar with the books, knows very little of 
f his business beyond its routine mechanism, 

nod although be may be inflated with pride 
at being a “practical chap,” he is showing 

-■«i J*ry great contempt for his profession by keep­
ing ignorant of its history, and its principles 
•fid the great questions of finance with which 
banking is interlaced. As the banks handle 
so much public money, and are so essentially 
trustees of public funds, the public exercise a 
most just right in studying their affairs and 
commenting upon the conduct of banking bus­
iness, and bankers do well who aid them in 
fe*is salutary criticism.
