Fifty years farm mortgages were rare
in America; y they are the rule in many
localities, and everywhere they threaten to
dely the farmer’s eiforts to contend with the
load they create.

It is claimed of New England that at Jeast
331¢ per cent. of the farms are mortgaged to
the capitalists. In Conmecticut, ~out of 8603
farms recently visited by an investigation,
241, or 34 per cent., valued at $1,008,350,
were mogtgaged to th‘e :ant of $451,109,

The New York State agent reported about
18 months .ago that “‘there are large num-
bers of farms that were purchased ten years
ago and mortgaged, which ‘would not now
sell for more than the face of the mortgages,
owing to the depreciatioa of the farm lands,
which on amraverage is 33 per cent. in ten
years. Probably one-third of 'the farms in
the state would not sell for more than the
cost of the buildings and other improve-
ments owing to this shrinkage.

Thirty per cent. of the farms in the state
are mortgaged, ranging from 2 per cent, of
their valué to 100 per cent.; average, 663§
per cent. of estimated value. The State ot
New York contains within its limits some of
the largest centres of production and con-
sumption in America, and it aiso contains as
good land as is to be found anywhere. Theu

Mr. Heath, Commissioner of Labor Statis-
tics of Michigan, has recently reported on
the mortgage indebtedness of the farmers of
his state.

The assessed valuation of all
farms reported is $194,854,663, upon which
there is a mortgage indebtedness of $37,-
456,272, or a little more than 19 per cent. of
the total valuation and nearly 47

r cent. on that of the farms mortgaged:

mated mortgage indebtedness is $64,392,580,
with an annual interest charge of $4,636,265
on farms alone.

The opinion of the labor commissioner of
Michigan, that the mOEtgages upon thefarms
of that state operate *‘asa mammoth sponge”
upon the labor of the owners, is the growing
toeling of the majority of farmers all over
America—the older parts at least. The
farms of . Michigan surround the great iron
industries of the west. The state now cou-
tains larger centres of population, and its
lands are fertile and productive, and yet the
farmers are evidently on the downward
track.

The Bureau of Labor Statistics for the
State of lilinois- has issued reports which
show that the farm lands of the state have
mortgages upon them to the amount of $123,-
733,008, not including Cook county.

According to the rt of the Commissioner of
Labor Statistics for 1llinois, ‘‘the mortgage in-
debtedness of farmers for borrowed money has
increaseq 23 per cent. since 1880 in this state,
twice the increase in the value of farm lands.”
Twenty-five counties are reported to have in-
creased their value of farm lands, 23 have de-
creased and in 16 the values have remained the

same.
