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The Late Charles Bailey Whitman.

It was with feelings of deep regret that
we heard of the death of this well-known
and esteemed gentleman.. Mr. Whitman's
great-grandfather, who was a native of
Weymouth, in Massachusetts, was a gran-
tee in the township of Annapolis, and was
among the first settlers to arrive in the
county in 1760. His gmudfmher, who was
also born in the old colony of Massachu-
setts Bay, came hither with his parents in
the year named. His father, thé late El-
kanah Whitman, son. of the above-named
gentleman, was some timeareprcsenmtive of
the township in the house of Assembly, and
held a high position for integrity of conduct
and manliness of character among his fel-
lows throughout the county. The deceased
was born in 1817, and received his educa-
tion in the common schools of that period.
He adopted farming and orcharding as the
employments of his after life. - He married
Jane, widow of the late Stephen Chipman,
Esq., whose maiden name was Tupper,
and was a distaat relative of the family of
Sir Charles Tupper, barrister, having been
the daughter of David Tupper, who was a
brother of the grandfather of Sir Charles.

~~By this mar a te, one son, who

is a barrister-at-law, and resides in Halifax,
and one da ter, both of whom and his
wife survive him. ~ As a farmer Mr. Whit-
man brought to his aid an intelligent per-
ception of the duties and practices required
for the successful prosecution of his busi-
ness, and met with that success which usu-
ally attends industry and economy com-
bined with inflexible integrity in business
transactions. It was qualities such as
these that gave him the offer of candidature
for legislative honors by his political party
saveral y ago, but which he declined
for personal reasons in favor of his younger
brother, the Hon. George Whitman, who
was more than once elected by the same
party to a seat in the Assembly, and was
afterward made a member of the Legisla-
tive Council, a position which he still holds.
In religion, the branch of the family to
which Mr. Whitman belonged ddhered to
the English Church, and he was a consis-
tent and faithful member of that com-
munion throughout his life. In politics he
w s a stanch and uncompromising liberal-
conservative, and his death is considered as
a loss to the church as well as to the pol-
itical party he supported and served.

Tuto private life he carried the same
sterling qualities that characterized his
conluct in other relations, and was always
regarded with affection and trast in the
social circles in which he moved. Hospit
able in his own home, the stranger was al-
ways welcomed by him with a pleasure and
heartiness that at once made him feel
that he was under the roof-tree of a friend,
and his purse was always open to the needs
of his poorer neighbors, and to Lho'se.who
had been honestly unfortunate. He never
failed to give his influence to all measures
designed to promote the true interests of
his country, his church, and his friends.
In fact few men were more deservedly pop-
ular and respected than was he of whom
we are writing, and his removal from our
midst will cause a blank not too soon to be
filled by his equal in these respects. To
his widow and children we tender our sin-
cere condolences in their affliction, with
the hope that their grief may be alleviated
by the consideration thad he, whose absence
they deplore, was honored in life, by all
who kaew him, as a good man, and in every
way worthy of the respect universally ac-
corded to him. Sic transit gloria mundi.

A Successful Nova Scotian.

A late number of the Seattle (Washing-
ton) Post Intelligencer informs us that Mr.
Guy Carleton Phinney, of that city, has
just completed his third block of commer-
cial palaces, having purchased the righ:s
of a co-owner iu one of them for $65,000
cash, these rights comprising two-fifths of
one of them. Mr. P. it says is now sole
owner of the three blocks, the present
rentals of which amounts to $7,000 per
month, showing an annoal income of $84,
000 per year.

Nothing that has ever been given to the
world concerning any peoyle at any time
can equal the intensity o degradation to
which they have fallen. Their presence in
America would mean the importation of
one of the most deadly and disgusting of
human maladies. In effect it would be the
worst revenge that eastern despotism could
inflict on western freedom and civilization.”
