LAWLESSNESS IN NOVA SCOTIA.

In Nova Scotia there‘ls a roused
interest in temperance reform and
vigorous efforis are being made to
enforce the Canada Temperauce Act
These effrots are being met in some
places by organised rowdylsm and an
attempt to terrorise prosecuting of-
ficers. Not Jong ago the Mayor of
Glace Bay found nailed to his gate
post, a large placard headed “The

Bullet and the PToerel,™ in which he
was warned that If he continued to
eitforce the law his house would be
burned and the chief of police would
A8 an  evidence of
thelr earnestness, the liguor men de-
stroved & uumber of  ornamental
trees and killed a lot of poultry.

At Charlottetown, in Hanty Coun-
tv, the License Inspector has been
suffering for his honest discharge of
duty. Two harns were burned, con-
taining flve horses, two cows, one
hindred hens, a year's crop and a
quantity of valuabie lmplements, the
total loss amounting to $3,000.

At Stellnrton a number of prose-
cutions hiave been brought by Coun-
ty Inapector John D. McMillan, who
has been much encouraged by tem-
perance workerr, and as a result
a large number of convictions have
been secured.

In Westville, vigorous enforcement
is the order and one of the most per-
siglent offenders has heen sentenced
to two months' lmprisonment. Rev.
Mr. Mel.eod, who was feariess in de-
nunciation of Iawlessness. recently
had his windows broken and an at-
tempt muade to burn down Ins dwell-
ing.

The different nations in-
terested In South African develop-
ment have recogniged the desirabil-
ity of totally prohibiting the snle of
ligquor to the natives. The commit-
tee has taken active steps to oress
upon the Government the necessity
of such prohibition in the Transvaal
and Orange River Colony, and Mr.
Chamberlain has given repeated evi-
dence of hin sympathy with the
views of this committee.
