It is quite important, when speaking of
the longest day in the year to say what
part of the world we are talking about
Christmas, for instance, 5. the equator is
very different from Christmas at Tornea,
Finland, where the day is less than three
hours in length.

At Stockbolm, Sweden, the longest day
is eighteen and one-half hours

At Spitzbergen the longest day is three
and one half months

At London, England, and Bremen,
Prossia, the !ongest day has sixteen and
one-half hours

At Hamberg in Germany, and Dantsig
in Prussia, the longest day has seventeen
hours.

At Wuﬂbn;y. Norway, the longest day
lasts from May twenty-first to June
twenty-second without interraption.

At St Petersburg, Russia, and Tobolsk,
