Montreal, Nov. 2.

If there was an abundance of orders on
band today they were not market arders,
but were strictly conditionad, which condi-
tions not cppearing, the buying and selling
orders could not be carried out. If ordin-
arily large market orders existed, which
leave to the discretion of the trader the
purchase or sale of stock, then that discre-
tion for the most part this morning re-
commended delay as the best course to fol-
low. There was comparatively hittle busi-
ness done, as if ncarly all traders today
bad become conservative, resolved to wait
for action or reaction that would bave
something like substantial.propo-<ions. Such
as did not pausc put through business as
bhuyers. Perhaps not very anxious to trade
at all these felt evidently that to buy
was safer than to test the
market on the short side at a loss. Buy-
ing demand being consecquently greater than
pressure to sell, prices naturally advanced,
while the quantitics bought ard sold in
these circumstances were less exteasive than
usual. This slight movement to higher va-
lucs was broad, there being twelve stocks
takin§ part in it today, seven registering
actually higher prices and five previously
advanced, kecping on that high level.
