Dr. J. K. Barrett’s Mother.

Mrs. Barrett, wife of Mr. Charles Bar-
rett, of Puslineh, died at the family re-
sidence on Wednesday morning at 10
o'clock, at the age of 75 years and 6
months. She was the second daughter
of the late Mr. John Barrett, of Pusjinch.
Her father was one of the pioneers of
that township, coming there from Ire-
land in 1831, and at the time of his death
was one of the wealthiest and most re-
spected farmers in the county. Mrs.
Barrett was born in county Mayo, Ire-
land, in 1820, and married Mr. Charles
Barrett at Hamilton on the 7th of Feb-
ruary, 1847. They removed from Ham-
ilton to Puslinch in 1854, her husband
baving purchased the McGregor farm,
where she died. Deceased and her hus-
band had lived on this farm for the past
40 years. She had always good health
until about & year ago, when she be-
came aftlicted with congestion of the
liver, and,although she partially recov-
ered, she was never really well.  Re-
cently it was noticed that she was fail-
ing rapidly, and since August she has
been confined to her room, growing
steadily weaker until her death. She
was of a kind and geatle nature, and
was uaniversally beloved by a wide
circle of friende and acquaintances. Her
sons, Mr. R. A. Barrett, Rusk, Texas,
and Dr. J. K. Barrett, Winnipeg, Mani-
toba, who were called to her deathbed,
arrived on Sawurday, coming in time to

‘8ee their mother before her death., Her

faneral, which took place on Friday
morning, t the Roman Catholic
church, Hespeler, and thence to the

'Roman Uatholic cemetery, was very

large, and evinced tbe deep respect in
whict she and the family are held by
their neightors und friends. Besides
the sorrowing husband the deceased
leaves a family of five children to mourn
her i088,0ne son having predeceased her
about four years ago.  Of the others, Dr.
J. K. Barrett i8 inspector of inland re-
venue for the Northwest Territories and
is located at Winnipeg, Robt. A. and
Peter are both in Rusk, Texas, and
Cuarles and a dauguter, Agnes, are both

A Traveller’s Opinion.

The Rev. H. R. Haweis, a prominent
Anglican clergyman, of London, Eng-
land, wiio some time ago passed tLrough
the city on a lecturing tour, and was
listened to by immense aundiences, has a
most interesting and at the same time
extraordinary article in this month’s
Conteraporary Review. It is entitled
“The New Clergy” and i8 a very candid
admission of the feelings of a large num-
ber of Anglicans regarding the needs of
their church in this direction. This,
however, does not concern us just now,
but we think our readers will be inter-
ested in reading the following extract as

coming from a man who travelled
through this country with his eyes open

and is quite competent to form an opin-
ion on the matter he deals with.

“The Non-conformist preachers lead
in the big cities, whilst the Roman
Catholic church throughout the United
States and Canada more than holds its
own against all the sects put together by
its single heartedness, power of adapta-
tion, instinctive recognition of popular
thought currents, its personal devotion
and sagacity.”

DEATH OF A PRELATE,

One of Rome's Most Prominent Ecclesias-
ties Died in Montreal.

Mgr. O’Bryen, rector of the church of
St. Andrea Del Fraire, Rome, died Sud-
deniy at St. Patrick’s presbytery this
afternoon. His Grace was overcome by
a fainting fit on Sunday meorning while
saying Mass in St. Patrick’s church, and
had since that time been at the presby-
tery. OnSunday he was very low, and
at lns own request the last rites of the
church were administered to him by the
Rev. Father Quinlivan. On Monday,
bowever, it was thought that be had re-
covered, although he was still weak,
and rest was considered imperative by
his medical adviser. Thisafternoon His
Grace took dinner ag ugual, and after-
wards remarked that he would go out
for u walk. He did not'do so, however,
for, a8 he was speaking to a priest, he
dropped dead. Deceased was a Roman
prelate of considerable prominence. his
work, “Is the Pope a Prigoner,” having
attracted worldwide gattentjon.-—Free
Press, Oct. 24. .
